Sixth Annual Convention.

(Continued.)
REPORTS OF ASSOCIATIONS.

The reports of thè working of various 
Associations were then taken up.

Bowmanvillb.—Mr. Trebilcook—Was 
pleased to report this Association in a 
prosperous condition. They had obtained 
new rooms, which would soon be opened. 
Members about same as last year. They 
held prayer meetings—one on Sabbath 
morning, one at 4 p. m. Meeting of As­
sociation on Monday evening. Prayer 
meeting on Tuesday evening, and one on 
Saturday evening. Had funds on hand.

Berlin.—Mr. Rothwell — They had 
three meetings—Thursday and Friday 
evening, and an open air service on Sun­
day evening. Tracts, English and Ger­
man, were distributed. Four or five 
lecturee had been delivered last year. On 
the whole in a prosperous condition.

Fergus.—Mr. Cremer—Said the num­
ber of members was about 40. The Bible 
class had been discontinued for the pre­
sent but would be probably be commenced 
again soon. He would like to have seen 
some member present from the Douglas 
Association. When he was there some 
time since, the room in which they held 
their prayer meeting was quite full. He 
went on to relate his experience in the 
work in the old country.

Galt.—John Kay—Held their regular 
meeting on Monday evening. Saturday 
evening prayer meeting—well attended. 
Sabbath afternoon prayer meeting at 3:30 
—well attended.

Mr. Higginson—Said many had left 
Galt, but were working in other Associa-

Mr. C. M. Smith—Said they had 
up-hill work. The San^y-sehool had 
70 scholars, and were deeply impressed 
with their need of a fresh baptism from

Inoersoll.—Mr. MoBriar—The mem­
bers were 32. When the fire occurred 
they were 9122 in debt ; the whole had 
been swept off, and they had paid almost 
for their new rooms. Two meetings in 
the week—one on Sabbath evening, and 
one on Tuesday evening for business.

Guelph.—Mr. S. 8. Bates—Had 250 
members, 120 active ; about 12 did most 
of the work.

Had one 
on Sabbath morning ; after which tracts 
were distributed. They had a Mission 
School, which was held on Sunday after­
noon for those who did not go to any 
other place. Sabbath evening prayer- 
meeting was well attended, 200 being 
present sometimes,

Hamilton.—Mr. Sinclair—Had about 
200 members. The young men gather 
up other young men by striving to make a 
debating society. The day work is a means 
of doing them all good. Three young 
men of the Hamilton Association were 
studying for the ministry. Sent to each 
member a card. 48 active.

Montreal.—Mr. Patterson—Said that 
in seven districts services were held. They 
had hospital services, Which were well 
received. The ladies had a flower asso­
ciation for the purpose of distributing 
flowers to the poor. Regular meeting on 
Tuesday evening ; about 50 attended. 
Would open their new rooms in October. 
Bible class conducted by the Rev. Mr. 
Dawson. Mission Committee very active. 
At the harbor the ladies viifited the ves­
sels, and the sailors treated them kindly. 
They would have an awning spread, and 
decorated with flags; and go into the 
cabins and’ rooms and get seats and 
cushions for them to sit on. It was a 
means of increasing the interest taken in 
the meetings, and usually attended by 
200 or 300. Ten districts were worked by 
30 or 40 young men ,who distributed tracts 
in different languages. Work very well. 
7,000 to 8,000 copies distributed per 
month. The new Association Building 
would cost 980,000, and were not in debt, 
Members 1,100 ; active 540 ; not 100 
really active.

DISCUSSIONS.
The first topic for discussion was taken 

up, viz. : The Work of Organizing As­
sociations—How can it be best proseeut- 
ed?

Mr. R. C. Morse spoke for twenty 
minutes; he said we wanted to get a true 
statement of the working of Associations. 
Conventions were for the dissemination 
of good ideas, and to stir up young men 
to more activity in the Christian work. 
He instanced the visit of two delegates 
from Montreal to the Convention at 
Poughkeepsie, whose voices were seldom 
heard previously in the Association meet­
ings, but who since could talk for an hour 
—one of whom they had just been listen­
ing to. In 1866 Conventions for the 
Provinces and States were commenced, 
and this was the 199th convention held 
on this continent since that time. In 
Ohio, Massachusetts, afld these Provinces 
the work had been carried on to a mort 
perfect and higher state of working than 
some of the others. To hie mind Penn­
sylvania was the banner State in the 
work.' He paid an high compliment to 
the efficiency of the Secretary of the Ex­
ecutive Committee for that State. Told 
how it was divided into State, County and 
District Conventions. Good singing was 
one means advancing the Christian cause 
and she successful working of Y. M. C. A. 
The devil understands this, hence the 
constant use of this talent in his service. 
We should bring everything to the service 
and prosecuting of this work.

Rev. Mr. Watt, of Trenton, said he

and Associations would soon be In every
village and town in the land.

Mr. D. A, Sinclair, of Hamilton, said 
we did not want literary Associations; 
we wanted real religious work. We want­
ed the njjnisters to direct, and yourfg men 
to do the work.

John Rogerson, of Walkerton, said 
visitations were very important to stir up 
the interest and feeling in the work, and 
did a great deal of good. Should not be 
discouraged if not so numerous in small 
places, for if really alive and active they 
might be doing more in proportion than 
larger places. Should be friendly and 
assist each other.

The Convention adjourned at noon, to 
meet at two o’clock.
THURSDAY AFTERNOON SESSION.

The session opened at two o’clock with 
singing and prayer.

DIAGRAMS—INVITATION.
A motion was made by Mr. Cremer to 

the effect that the Executive Committee 
be empowered to obtain diagrams or such 
similar apparatus as they may deem fit­
ting for the use of bona fide associations, 
upon these paying a borrowing fee. Re­
ferred to the Committee on Associations.

The Association of Montreal extended 
a cordial invitation by letter to the Con­
vention to hold the annual gathering for 
1874 in that city, promising that every­
thing should be done to render the occa­
sion one of interest and pleasure. Re­
ferred to Committee on Associations.

DISCUSSION.
A topic was then taken up for discus­

sion—“ How can the mercantile class of 
our young men be reached and benefitted 
by our organization ?”

Sheriff Thomas, of Hamilton, was the 
first speaker. He said that the whole 
life of man, from the cradle to the grave, 
was one of temptation. The old saying 
was a true one “ Satan finds some mis­
chief still for idle hands to do.” It was 
an important matter, therefore, to find 
occupation for unoccupied hours. These 
young men should be offered attractions 
which would to a great extent counteract 
those of the billiard-table and the bar­
room. Association rooms, therefore, 
should be made more attractive by the 
provision of amusements, such as chess, 
draughts, gymnasium, bowling alley, and 
similar innocent games. Let the rooms 
be surrounded with a social and congenial 
element, and the desired result would be 
attained.

In the discussion which followed, sev­
eral delegates expressed opinions adverse 
to the introduction of each amusements. 
One speaker considered it would be an 
outrage, and others believed that such an 
innovation would do a great deal of

of the Atlantic, and had been connected 
with them for a number of years. It did 
not always answer for ministers to take 
too prominent a part in forming and 
working these Associations, but young 
men and laymen should take hold them­
selves ; he instanced where a good Asso­
ciation had commenced with only two,

leave church work during the time of 
service to hold meetings in connection 
with the Y. M. O. A. ?”

amongst the circus-men, while the church 
services were going on, and which could 
not have been held at any other time. 
Was that right ? Cries of “ yes.”

A question whether under any circum­
stances billiards should be allowed in 
connection with Y. M. C. A., replied to 
by Mr. Wood, of Brantford, in the nega­
tive.

“ Should tracts be given to Roman 
Catholics” was answered in the affirma­
tive, with the proviso that great care 
should be used in the selection of the 
tracts, in order to avoide those offensive 
to Roman Catholics and insulting to 
their religion.

REPORTS FROM ASSOCIATIONS.
Belleville.—Mr. À. C. Osborne stated 

that their Association had a President, 
three secretaries, a good reading room 
well attended, open from 9 a.m. to 10 
p.m. ;they had had lectures during the 
winter, which unfortunately have left the 
Association 9250 in debt, but they hoped 
to wipe this off ; they held Sunday mor­
ning prayer meetings and a Bethel meet­
ing at four o’clock; the vessels in the 
harbour had been visited, as also the 
lower quarters of the town.

Paris.—Mr. Adams—There are week­
ly meetings on Tuesday ; very successful 
cottage meetings ; Saturday evening 
prayer meetings ; on Sunday two prayer 
meetings, and an afternoon meeting of 
an exceedingly successful and interesting 
character, in which the town ministers 
co-operated. They had not room enough, 
owing to the scarcity of accommodation, 
and had no reading room. Ladies were 
admitted, and they found that their pres­
ence was very beneficial and attractive.

DISCUSSION.
“ How far can we make the social ele­

ment useful in our institutions” was the 
topic for the fourth discussion, opened 
by Mr. Muir, of London. He believed 
the social element was much lacking in_ 
our homes, and especially in our churchee 
Young people should have more oppor- 
tnrity of associating in their homes with 
others of their own age, attainments and 
standing, and should not be compelled 
to look outride their home circle for

The young men should have more zeal, these amusements which all must have

who are healthy m body,mind and heart.
Evil tendencies could’ be far more kept 
in check than at present, simply by in­
troducing the social element more largely 
in our homes and Christian societies.
He did not, however, recommended or 
countenance dissipating and expensive 
social entertainments. Young men ac­
customed to proper home influences and 
innocent social enjoyments would not 
when leaving home, readily or knowingly 
place themselves under influences ap­
pealing only to their lower natures. 
Such hemes were few, however, and it 
was peculiarly the duty of the Y. M. C.A. 
to provide in their rooms some, at least, 
of the comforts, conveniences, and silent 
restraints of a “ home,” and to throw 
around young men a moral and religious 
atmosphere. In conclusion he offered 
these practical suggestions — Members 
should be more ready to bring others to 
their rooms ; some of them should be 
about the rooms in the .evening, to meet 
and converse with visitors ; opportunity 
should be given for forming new ac­
quaintances before the closing exercises 
at each meeting ; one evening a month 
should bo given to an entertainment 
with reading and music ; in large cities a 
good visiting committee should be ap­
pointed to visit young men in their board­
ing houses, which were often cheerless 
and uninviting ; meetings for the prac­
tice of part music in conjunction with 
ladies were good.

Rev. Mr. Moxon, of Toronto, said that 
Young Men’s Christian Association meet­
ings did not reach the mass of young 
men in the cities. They attracted only 
those who least needed their influence, 
and those the Young Men’s Christian 
Associations were most anxious to reach 
escaped them altogether. Could they 
not engraft upon their associations an­
other set of arrangements so as to lay 
hold of these young men ? He said yes.
If by means of billiards, games, cricket 
clubs, or thing-of this kind, under the 
auspices of Y. M. C. A’s., they could lay 
hold of these young men he said Let us 
do it. The great thing was to attract 
them from placesfof evening resort where 
they were being led to sin and destruc­
tion. They went out in the evening to 
seek amusement—pure if possible, but 
still amusement. Sorely it was possible 
to provide recreation apart from sin ? and 
where could this better be provided ex­
cept by tho Y. M. C. Associations ?

Sherriff Thomas, of Woodstock, said 
they must remember there were different 
grooves in which persons moved, and 
very different classes of persons who yet 
were Christians. His own social expe- 
rince was in the world and of the world ; 
and he could not see how in most cases 
it could be otherwi*. A grandson of hie 
had sometime ago to leave home and live 
in Toronto, and he was very any anxious 
to have him connected With the Toronto 
Y. M. C. A., but the young man hid no 
inclination, no taste, for the lecture,the 
prayer meeting, or the Bible Class ; he 
found nothing to interest him there, and 
Consequently spent his evenings else- • 
where. If at the time there had been the 
same social influence connected with the 
Toronto Y. M. 0. A. that there now was 
young men like his grandson Would con­
nect themselves with the institution, and 
after a while woold no doubt be led to 
take an interest in the religious opera­
tions of the association./ (

Rev. Mr. Bates, Of We ids took, differed 
from the two preceding speakers. He 
never knew anyone to be spiritually ben­
efitted by billiards or cards ; he had never 
known persons to be converted by them.
Our Saviour had said “And I, when I be 
lifted up, will draw all nations unto me;” 
but we would get no good by lifting up bil­
liards and cards. Let them rather turn 
their efforts, to earnest prayer and ear­
nest work for the conversion of young 
men. (Loud applause).

Rev..Mr. Moxon said that he did not 
for a moment wish this religions work 
slackened ; he would rather have it in­
creased ; but the influences he had nam­
ed were needed in addition.

Rev. Mr. Morse said that this was a 
matter for experiment—thoughtful, ca:e- 
ful, prayerful experiment.

Mr. Wilkie spoke of the experience of 
the Toronto Association. He counted 
those present one night lately ; there 
were 30 at the prayer-meeting, seven or 
eight in the parlour, 45 in the reading- 
room, and 30 in the gymnasium. If they 
had not had their large new building, 
with these social elements, the music and 
the gymnasium, there would not have 
been ten young men present. Their 
monthly entertainments were sometimes 
attended by 1,400 people. Many were 
brought to the Association by this social 
element, and they must make it more 
and more subservient to the work of the 
association. Professor Wilson and oth­
ers in Toronto thought the Association 
ought to go further, and have a large 
room, with, a band of music, and little 
tables,where young men could sit andtalk. 
That might be done if some of the lead­
ing men oi Toronto would come there in 
the evenings, and by their prepence and 
influence|keep in check all unruly spirits 
who might introduce themselves into thé 
assembly ; but he and his friends could 
not undertake this task. Were this done, 
they conld have hundreds, nay, thous­
ands of young men there at nights, kept 
away from influences which were leading 
them astray.

Mr. Patterson, of Montreal, and Mr. 
Wood, of Brantford, spoke next. The 
lattex took tho ground that the 1’. M. C.
A. ought not to be on a lower spiritual 
level than the’ church, and then asked 
what they would think if one of the 
Guelph churches were to have a billiard- 
table or a bawling alley connected with 
it. What was wrong for the church wae 
wrong for the Y. M. C. A. What wae. 
needed wae more boldness in presenting 
the gospel to young men. They must 
not lower the standard of these Associa­
tions.

Rev. Mr. Keefer, of Brantford, in an* 
eloquent speech, controverted Rev. Mr. 
Wood’s position, arguing that a more- 
secular element must necessarily be em 
braced in Y. M. C. A’s.

Mr. M*r closed the debate in a brief 
speech.

INVITATION.
Mr. Wilkie read a communication from,

The Convention then adjourned until
