The occasional nonagenarian whose

+eath is chromicled in the newspapers

attraets our attention to the question

of longevity, and the advance in the

average lifetime limit attendant upon

the closing years of the 19th and the

beginning of the 20th century. Below

we give the regimen of a man who
died recently in Philadelphia at the
advanced age of ninety-eight years.
The extract taken from the Public
Ledger states that:

“He ate fruit at his breakfast all the
year round; pears, apples, oranges and
other fruit in their season. Then fol-
lowed a bit of beefsteak, chop or
fish, kidneys or bacon and scrambled
eggs; but never more than one of these
dishes at a meal. He lauzhingly told
how he submitted to oatmeal discipline
for some years because of its supposed
relaxing qualities, but he long since
discarded it. He was very fond of milk
toast. Coifee twice a day, and strong
coffee, was his beverage nearly all his
life. A little claret or Rhine wine at
dinner was a frequent, although not a
daily, drink in summer time; a glass
of sherry with his soup in winter. He
panouk very sparingly of vegetables,
although he was quite fond of purees,
vegetable soup, especially a certain
bisque of tomato,
ceiled. Fried things? Oh, Yyes,
could digest a chicken eroguetie or a
clam fritter, equally without uneasi-
ness; also salads—even of lobster. A

How to bring them and the work
together?

Years ago, one spring, I wanted my
house painted and could get no one
to do it.

It happened that while I was vainly
looking for a man, my duties as a
police reporter led me to a West Side
tenement, where a house painter had
that day killed himself because he
could get no work and had no means
of providing for his family.

He was not a drunkard, he was
just discouraged.

The coincidence was startling en-
ough, but I let it go at that time.

The next spring exactly the same
thing happened.

Again the work went begging at
Richmond Hill, and in the city, eight
miles away, a painter gave up the
useless struggle.

Such unwieldly aggregations of thne
unemployed form a congenial breed-
ing ground for discontent. The labor
problem, acgording to Mr. Riis, takes
on a different complexion from that
| commonly supposed to characterize it.
{It is not a matter of lack of work
| for the unemployed, but of bringing
the labor element and work together.
And this means that some way must
| be devised to deprive work of its
lonesomeness. Long hours, hard work
and no fun, Mr. Riis contends, not
only make Jack a dull boy, but make

him feel that he would choese starva-
| tion rather than work under such con-
| ditions.

ROYAL PARTY
