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Our Mail Order Department show its sincerity on it hie question.
The delegation to Ottawa was an ex­

traordinary expedition. The province 
had six zealous representatives there, 
who were ignored by the ministers, 
whose mission was therefore futile. They 
went there with all the pomp and cir­
cumstance of petty royalty, with the 
noisy demonstrations of a Chinese funer­
al. The house was not informed of wihat 
they had done simply because they did 
practically nothing. For a. couple of 
•weeks after their arrival at Ottawa, 
they went around explaining that they 
came to prepare the way for a greater, 
i Ivanghter. And when the greater man 
oame they presented their case in each 
a way as to convince the Dominion gov­
ernment that they were incapable of ad­
ministering the affairs of a great prov­
ince.

Taking up the railway question, Mr. 
Mclnnes said the progress of mining and 
other industries had been retarded for 
want of railways. The lines proposed 
in the Speech from the Throne were ne­
cessary. He favored the line from the 
Coast to Kootenay. It was necessary 
to the progress and well being of the 
southern portion of the province, and it 
slionld be built within British territory, 
and so controlled us to conserve the 
trade and profits of the mines and in­
dustries to the people of British Colum­
bia. He approved of an all-Canadian 
route to Yukou, which should be the out­
come of the proposed road to the north­
ern boundary. A line to the north end 
of Vancouver Island, besides opening up 
the magnificent potential resources of 
that country, would shorten the time to 
the Orient by a day and a half. The 
great natural wealth of Vancouver Isl­
and was scarcely understood. He 
learned from the Minister of Mines’ re­
port that the total production of gold of 
the province up to date was $61,000,000, 
while the value of coal mined on Vancou­
ver Island amounted to $44,000,000, and 
the coal deposits of the Island 
yet only very partially developed. This 
■and other lines should be built, and the 
government should build them. If the 
C. P. It. could build the transcontinen­
tal road, British Columbia could build 
roads within its boundaries. He would 
vigorously oppose land grants to any rail­
way company; he would prefer giving 
cash and binding the company to deal 
fairly and equitably with the people. 
The Dominion gave the Crow’s Nest 
Pass $11,000 a mile, but in return the 
government got full control of the 
freight rates and considerable reductions 
in the rates on the eastern section of the 
C. P. R. There was keen rivalry be­
tween The V. V. & E. (Mackenzie ami

reforms are necessary to relieve the 
growing burden of public school expen­
diture. The efficiency of the schools of 
the remote country districts must not 
be sacrificed for the benefit of the more 
favored dwellers in the cities, and al­
though the government would wish to 
extend the system instead of curtailing 
it, some measure must be adopted 
which, while maintaining the general 
efficiency of the schools, will confine the 
cost of maintenance within reasonable 
bounds.

The encouragement of small holdings 
was a wise measure which he was sure 
would commend itself to the house. 
Wherever it had been tried it had 
proved highly successful, and he felt 
convinced that an industrious man of 
small means could do more and show 
better results with 20 or 40 acres than 
with an immense block of bush land, the 
very thought of which was enough to 
discourage him.

Many complaints had been made in 
the past of the unfairness of the mining 
laws to prospectors and poor men. He 
had given the matter much careful con­
sideration and had studied how best to 
emedy the alleged grievances, and had 

finally arrived at the conclusion that the 
best thing to be done was to appoint a 
commission of practical mining men to 
examine into the whole question and 
suggest the best remedies. However, 
the Dominion government had decided 
to appoint a commission to enquire into 
exactly the same matters, and he 
thought it better to delay the appoint­
ment of the provincial commission until 
such time as it could act jointly with 
that appointed by the Dominion, and 
thus secure the benefit of the experience 
of both bodies. (Applause.) Mean­
time there were some changes contem­
plated in the Mining Act, which, he 
might say, would apply to placer mining 
regulations. It would be found that the 
amendment would not disturb vested in­
terests, and the amendments for the 
most part would be framed in the inter­
ests of the prospector and the struggling 
miner. (Applause).

Mr. McBride then proceeded to dwell on 
the weakness of the opposition. Martlnlsm 
was dead and now the remnant of his fol­
lowing were willing to throw themselves 
into the arms of the Liberal party, but the 
Liberals did not want them. He denied 
emphatically and forcibly that he had used 
his official position to assist or Influence 
electors In favor of the Conservative candi­
dates at last Dominion elections, 
fled any person to prove him guilty of 
snch conduct and he regarded it as unfair

appointments he had never looked to the 
man’s politics but to his fitness for office, 
and, as a matter of fact, he had appointed 
a majority of Liberals.

Mr. McBride bitterly criticised the hy- 
pocracy of the leader of the opposition 
on the question of government railways, 
sketching the history of the Fed “River 
Valley Railway in Manitoba which had 
been built by the government of which 
Mr. Martin was a member and then sold 
to a railway company because it was a 
losing concern. Notwithstanding this Mr. 
Martin had shouted from every platform 
In British Columbia that the salvation of 
the province depended in government owner 
ship of railways. He would hesitate to be 
a party to. pledging the province to a 
policy which might involve it in millions 
of debt and whch had proven unsatisfac­
tory in other countries showing that 
rule government railways did not pay and 
werè not successful in the countries using 
them. If if were possible, if he could see 
his way clear, to adopt the policy which 
in theory was an Ideal one, he would glad­
ly do so. But experience all pointed to the 
fact that the matter was one which any 
government should hesitate 1;ot.adopt with 
eut being perfectly satisfied that it was in * 
the best interests of the people to do so.
In any bargain which the government en­
tered into for the construction of railways 
they deemed it their sacred duty to safe­
guard the rights and interests of the people 
of British Columbia and he felt assured 
the house would lend its support when the 
proper time came in assisting them to 
make the best arrangement possible for 
the benefit of the province. (Applause.)

Mr. McBride then argued the wisdom of 
the policy of the government regarding 
Asiatic immigration, . incidentally scoring 
the member for North Nanaimo, and his 
profound alien labor bill, and took occasion 
to convey the thanks of the government 
to the Colonial Secretary of Natal for his 
interest and kindness in furnishing informa­
tion and material in connection with the t 
Mongolian labor question. The govern­
ment was preceeding firmly but with due 
caution in the matter of ante-Mongollan 
legislation. It would be folly to re-enact 
laws that had been disallowed at Ottawa, 
the better plan was to frame their legisla­
tion in a manner that would be within the 
constitution and would commend itself to 
Ottawa and Whitehall. In this way and 
In no other could they secure the object 
of their desire, the exclusion of Mongolian 
laborers, (Applause). Mr. McBride closed 
an able and lengthy address with an elo­
quent tribute to the memory of Queen Vic­
toria and a patriotic eulogy of King Ed­
ward resuming his seat amid prolonged ap­
plause.

Mr. Green, Kaslo, like the other speakers 
praised the mover and seconder of the 
address. He also complimented the pre­
mier on his feeling tribute to the memory 
of Queen Victoria. Proceeding Mr. Green 
said it afforded him pleasure to see that 
the government proposed to encourage cap­
ital to establish industries In the province 
but there was one important industry 
which they had failed to allude to in His 
Honor’s speech. The Coast to Kootenay and 
the railway to the north end of the Island 
were not as important in his opinion as that 
to the northern boundary of the province. 
But none of these, important as they all 
were conid compare with the question 
which he was about to bring before the 
attention of the House. He spoke as rep­
resenting the views of the richest mining 
districts of the province where this ques­
tion overshadowed all others. But it was 
not a purely local question tt affected the 
Slocan intimately, but the whole province 
in scarcely a less degree. He referred to 
the smelting and refining of silver-lead ores. 
The production of lead ore had risen In 
East Kootenay in one year from nothing 
to 38,000,000 pounds. In Slocan the pro­
duction bad increased in a twelvemonth 
from 16,660,000 to 20,000,000 pounds, and

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Debating question of Oriental immigration, which 

consisted ' in re-enacting prohibitory acts 
which they knew to be ultra vires.

It had 
sought relief through constitutional 
means, and acting on the suggestion of 
the Hon. Joseph lOhamberladn to secure 
legislation at Ottawa on the dines of the 
Natal Act. He twitted Mr. Mclnnes on 
his Asiatic labor bill, which that gentle­
man’s colleague, Mr. Ralph Smith, had 
called the most absurd piece of legisla­
tion ever introduced in parliament.

Taking up the question of government 
ownership of railways, the speaker de­
precated the idea of the government bur­
dening the province with a debt of twen­
ty-five or thirty millions of dollars in or­
der to furnish railways. The obligation 
was too heavy a responsibility for any’ 
province to assume, the federal govern­
ment should set the example. He con­
fidently expected the railway policy, 
when announced, would meet the ap­
proval of a large majority of members, 
and would be found to be m the best in­
terests of British Columbia.. (Ap­
plause.)
