The Depopulation of North Britain.

A series of public meetings are to be held
this autumn in the Highlands by Professor
Blackie and others to protest against ‘‘the
depopulation of North Britain,” ~The
Scotsman asserts that there has been no
depopulation of the Highlands other tkan

the flow of people to ths towns, which is
going on everywhere. In the registrar-
general’s report of the census the extent of
this process in the ten years from 1871 to
1881 is to be found, He groups the popu-
lations under the headings towns, villages
and rural districts, and he produces this
general result :

1871, 881,
Towns,. . ;. .oy s ie. 1,051,704 2,300,&52
Villages. .. .. ceeese.. 386,908 447,884
Rural Districts, ............ 1,021,821 080,837

There has thus been an increase of 18.20
per cent in towns and of I5 73 per cent in
villages, while there has been a decrease of
3 96 per cent in the rural districts. This
decrease is not confined to any one part of
the country. It occurs in all but six coun-
ties—Orkney, Clackmannan, Stirling, Dum-
barton, Ayr and Selkirk, in each of which
there is a slight increase, and is greatest in
Lanark, Edinburgh, Perthshire and other
counties which are hardly to be regarded as
the highlands,
