D’Alton McCarthy /has an elaborate eriti-
cism on the bill, so it is understood, which
he will deliver at an early opportunity.
He believes in maintaining the county boun-
daries. If a county has in the neighbor-
hood of 20,000 inhabitants he would give it
one member. When it had about 35,000 to
40,000 he would give it two members, but
he would make up no electoral districts.
He would give Toronto increased repre-
sentation. This is supposed to be his
scheme. At all events it will be a strong
A?ee-:h if it is not a comvincing one.

that city. He did not desire, he
said, to see the American system
adopted, which required & delegate
to reside in the district he represented, but
he thought that Montreal was as much
‘wepresented by those of her citizens who
were elected for other constituencies as she
was by Sir Donald Smith and the two
other members elected for the city.

He denounced the redistribution of the
Montreal district as infamous. Of the 25

In conclusion he said that his criticism of
the evils\contained'in the bill would not be
complete without he suggested a remedy
for what he condemned. It was a neces-
sity that a redistribution should
take place after each census, -~ but
he thought the system by which
the redistribution was made should be
ohanged. It had been suggested that the
pedistribution should be made by a com-
mittee of judges, but he and his friends
would never agree to delegating any of the

rivileges of Parliament to a commission.

he right must be exercised by Parliament
itself, and he approved thie plan adopted by
Mr. Gladstone,when he invited the Conser-
vatives to join him in favoring a redistribu-
tion bill.

That the bill be not now read a second
time, but that it be referred to a conference
or committee of both sides of the House to
eonsider the best lines on which & redistri-
bution could be made.

Mr. Ouimet’s Reply.

Hon. Mr. Ouimet replied at some length,
taking up -and answering the objections
raised by Mr. Laurier. He denied ghat
there had been any gerrymandering, and
claimed that the redistribution was
ss suitable as possible. There had
been some  equalization, . and  that
this was necessary was shown by the fact
that after the last general eclections the
Conservative majorities in the Province of
Quebec aggregated more than 14,000 and
the Liberal mae’orities 10,000, yet the
Conservatives only had 27 members and the
Liberals 38. In other words. a minority of
4000 on the popular vote of the province
was represented by a majority of 11 mem-
bers in the House. .

Mr. Charlton Had a Headacke.

New York, May 31.—The steamer
Amsterdam arrived in port to-day with the
crew of the Swedish bark Signe. The
Signe was en route from Antwerp for
Pictou, N.S., when she encountered a ter-
rific hurricane which carried away all hex
bulwarks and masts. For: 36 hours the
men on the dismasted, foundering vessel
worked at the pumps, which were choked
with sand, and she was sinking when the
Amsterdam sighted her, and seven meim-
bers of the crew put out and rescued them.

The largest infant at birth of which there
is any authentic record was born in Obio,
January 12, 1879,
digy was the son of Mr. and Mrs. M. V.
Bates, the fatuer being the ** Kentucky
Giant” and the mother the ‘kﬁomx Scotia
Giantess.” The new-born oy weighed
exactly 23% pounds, was 32 inches in
heighc, and had a foot 6 inches inlength.
The head of the child -was 19 inches in cir-
cumference. larger than that of the average
five-year-old.

Prior to the birth of the Bates wonder tbe
London Hospital Museum boasted owning
the largest child ever born. Their claimant
was 24 inches jn beight and had a head that
measured 13 inches. On Oet. 2, 1881, the
wife of a prominent Washington (D.C.) busi-
ness man gave bifh to a child of the follow-
ing extraordin proportions: Weight 2216
pounds; length, 3414 inches; circumference o
head, 13%{ inches; circumference of hips,
2034 inches. The leading seientific papers of
the time mentioned the fact that it was the
largest child ever born, with the above ex-
ceptions.—Philadelpbia Press.

Manchester Girls Sentenced to Prison for
Indulging in * Scuttling.”

MANCHES1ER, May 31.—A new develop-
ment of the “scuttling” nuisance has just
occurred here.

Scattling is the term applied to organized
outrages committed by young rowdies in
the streets and lanes, in which resort is
frequently had to knives, pistols and other
deadly weapons, with sometimes deadly
effect.

The female element has now entered into
this murderous practice, and yesterday
four girls were arrested and charged with
taking part in a street fight. Ou the arms
of one of the girls these words were tatooed:
«In loving remembrance of William wil-
liams,” a tellow who is now under sentence
of death for killing a lad in a scuttling
affray.

The police assert that it is now quite
common for girls to be mixed up in these
outrages.

A LA OSBORNE,

Another Woman in Society Charged With
the Theft of a Jewel,

LoxpoN, May 31.—A case bearing a re-
semblance to the Osborne-Hargreave pearl
scandal was in the Court of Queen’s Bench
to-day.

"The principals are the wives of prominent
officers and they have hitherto been. close
friends.

The case came up on an appeal by counsel
for Mrs. Leader from a decision of Mr. Jus-
tice Denman refusing to order a certain
diamond brooch to be sent for from Cairo
in order to be placed in evidence and iden-
tified.

(lounsel explained that his client was
suing Mrs. Smyth for slander in imputing
o Mrs. Leader the gheft of the brooch and
its sale.

Mrs. Smyth’s defence was that if she
used the slanderous words alleged her state-
ment was justified by its being substantially
true.

In support of this statement Mrs. Smyth
had made an affidavit that some time last
summer she had missed her brooch, and
shortly afterwards she had seen the brooch
exposed for sale. She interrogated the
jeweler, and he described the person from
whom he had purchased it. The descrip-
tion exactly fitted the plaintiff. Mrs. Smyth
satistied herself that Mrs, Leader had in
fact sold the article to the jeweler.

In the counter affidavit Mrs. Leader
denied that the brooch she had sold to the
jeweler was the one missed by Mrs. Smyth,
It was, she declared, one which she had re-
ceived as a present trom a friend who was
now dead, and whose evidence could not,
therefore be adduced. She -had reason,
however, to believe that the brooch lost by
Mrs. Smyth was in the possession of Mrs.
Smyth’s maid, who, since the loss of the
brooch, has been married and had gone to
Cairo to live.

Counsel for Mrs. Smyth opposed the
appeal on the round that the court had
no power to order anything brought from a
foreign country, and on the further ground
that if it should turn out to be true that
the brooch alleged to be -in the former
maid’s hands was *he one belonging to
Mrs. Smyth, it would be unjust to subject
the latter to the risk of its being lost in
transit. ¢

The court upheld this view of the case
and dismissed the appeal.

THE BOARD MEANT BUSINESS.

King and Yonge-streots Will Be Ashpailted
e 553 i’ Opposition
to the University's Terms,

The business transacted by the Board of
Works yesterday involved the expenditure
of a very large amount of money. The
asphalting and stone paving slone will cost
$318,128, of which the city bas to pay
$149,495, The different works were all passed
by the board as tlify were recommended by
Acting City Engineer Rust, whose recom-
mendations appeared in yesterday’s World.
The board, however, concluded that as the
present block paving in King-street from
Sterbotrne to Simcoe-street will uot be paid
for by the propert{uowu.n ti1l 1805, they
would assame the last two payments, pro-
vided the property owners accept the asphalt
pavement now. The engineer’s report re-
commenged that the city put the pavement
down now, making no assessment till
the present pavement is paid for, and
meanwhils paying the interest out of
the general assessment, the new pavement
then to be paid for as a local improvement
iu seven annual payments. The engineer’s
report rscommended that for ull the other
local improvements, except the paving ol
Yonge-stroet, the debeutures be made to
comme dae in eight years. While the board
cousidered it ad visable to make the debentures
fall due as soon as ible, they concluded to
leave the financiug entirely in the hunds of |
the Executive Committee,

1ilock-Paving,

Suficiently signed petirions for cedar
biock paving having been received, Q:e en-
gineer recommended the block paving of
O’'Hara-avenua from Marion-straet o the
railway at a cost of $700 Evans-avenue from
Clinton-streot wescwnr& costing 8730, of
which the city has to pay €173, and Mou-
tague-place from Homewood-avenue west,
costing §600,the city to pay $140.

The Local Board of Health had ordered
the eobble stone paving of & lane between

Pecumseth - and . Niagara-streets; the en-
gineer recontmended that the work be done
as a local imgmvemeut to be paid for in
five years, ‘'ho cost will be $1924, the city
to pay $280. The Board of Health bave
also ordered & sewer on a lane north of
Queen-street, between Northeote and Bea-
cousfield-avenues. The engineer also recom-
mended this to be done at & cost ot $626,
the city to pay $80, This work is also to be
paid for in five years.

‘The Board adopted the recommendation
of the engineer to construct a sewer in Rose-
berry-avenue, & sufficiently-signed petition
haviug been received. The ¢cost wili be $567,
the city to pay $80.

In aecordance with the report of the street
commiissioner, the engineer rwommende,d
that a 14-foot sidewalk be laid from Hanlau’s
to Heber's Hotel at the Isiand.

A property-owners’ petition for a block
pavement in Shaw-street having been re-
ceived, she Board wiil order the work to be
done at & cost of $9100, the city to pay $350.

TRACLD 20 BOSTON,

s Jack” Allan and Mrs, Hebden Took &
Night Train Direct to the Massachu-
seits Uapital—Mrs, Hobden Was Born
Near This City—The * Bolt” the Sole
Tople of Conversation,

MONTREAL, Que,, May 31.—The_elope-
ment of *Jack” Allan and Mrs. Hebden
has been the sole topic of conversation in
Montreal to-day. Men and women alike
have gossiped of nothing else.  Not for
years has this city been stirredto its depths
as by the publication of this sensation in
Canadian high life.

They Went to Bostom.

«Jack’ Allan well and have had frequent
business dealings with him. I saw him
walking on the platform before the train
started with a lady heavily veiled, whom I
supposed .to be Mrs. Allan, not being
acquainted with that lady.”

SAD RECOLDS GLEANED AT TORON
T0’S CEMETERIES.

———

A Decrense of TInterments Compared
With April—Diphtheria Claimed 38
Victims, Searlet Fever Seven and Ty-
phoid Fever Four—Great Mortality
Amongst Children.

The mortality returns for May are more
favorable than they have been in any
previous month this year. There is a des
crease of 28 deatbs compared with April
last, and only an incraase of 11 over the
corresponding month year, There aré
décreases in the deaths from diphtheria,
poeumonia and bronchitis, and only slight
increases in typhoid fever and scarlet fevery
in fact 11 deaths-as agaivst 9. The deathe
from phthisis were the same as last month,
One death was registered as from la grippe.

Diphtheria in February claimed 22 victiins,
in March 22, in April 49 and in May 36.
These diphtheria records form the mest un«
satisfactory feature of the month’s returns.
In March pneumonia claimed 14 victims,
iu April 21 and in May 15. In March there
were 5 fatal cases of la grippe;in April and
May 1each, The records of typhoid fever
and scarlet fe ver are discouraging.
