platform, was thrown over the rail of the
van by the force of concussion, but retained
such a firm hold that the left shoulder got
dislocated, causing him to relax his hold.
Then he tried to throw himself clear of the
wheels, but was unsuccessful, whereupon
the van passed over one of his’ legs, crush-
ing it in a fearful manner and causing a
terrible loss.

Had it not been for his remarkable nerve
and presence of mind, he would have quick-
ly-bled to death. But he bravely, took his
handkerchief from his pocket, succeeded
in tging it around his leg, and tightened it
with a sliver torn from a aleeg‘er; He was
picked up and and brought to Truro, and re-
ceived fprompt medical aid, but his injuries
were of such a serious nature that he died
at 8.30 this evening. He was married, but
leaves no family; was a member of the or-
der of railway conductors, and a brother
of Recorder Christie, of Windsor.

Weighed 454 Pounds.

Hannah Dale, known throughout EHF
land as the “girl giantess,” died recently
at her native place, Mow Cop, near Tun-
stal, the Potteries.

Since the age of 6 she has been consid-
ered by the medical profession as the most
wonderful monstrosity England has -ever
produced, and up to the last 12 months
nothing could induce her parents to allow
her to be placed on exhibition to the pub-
lic. Since that time, however, she has vis-
ited the principal cities and towns in the
country, and at the time of her death was
fulfilling an engagement at Sheffield.

Arrangements had been concluded with
American agents for her to visit the United
States at the close of her engagement.

At 6 years of age she weighed over 200
pounds, which increased from 300 at 8
years old to the enormous weight of 454}
pounds at her death, when she was 11 years
of age.

Her waist measurement was 68 inches,

The coffin with the body weighed nearly
700 pounds, and 13 men were rct!uired to
lower the body into the grave. Two thou-
sand people attended the novel funeral.
