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—Tomorrow will be a day set apart for
thanksgiving in Canada and the United
States, and both countries have much to be
thankful for. In Canada, from Sydney to
Vancouver the past year has been one of
steady progress in our national development;
the clouds of business depression that have
obscured the brightness of the future have
gradually lifted and a renewal of commercial
activity is everywhere in evidence. Peace
and good government are staples for which
Canada is noted, and her record for 1897
will be unsmirched. The harvests have been
abundant, particularly in our great western
granary where the extensive wheat fields
have just yielded an unparalleled crop that
will, owing to'a great shortage in the Euro-
pean supply, bring enormous profits to the
proprietors. In the frozen Yukon district
have been brought to light deposits of gold,
g0 rich and extensive that they are charac-
terized as the richest ever discovered; the
British Columbia mines are paying splendid
dividends; Ontario is rejoicing over recent
gold and oil discoveries; Nova Scotia leads
are being thoroughly and systematically
tipped and a lively interest is everywhere
manifested in the rich returns that are ob-
tained. The apple and potato crops of the
province were failures this year, but these
ar2 trifles that only mark a temporary in-
convenience. Throughout the whole Domin-
ion there has been a marked expansion and
development in industrial fields, and there is
abundant evidence of the country’s prosper-
ity on every hand. Year by year the foun-
dations are being firmly laid for the great
national structure that is surely rising in
America, north of the forty-fifth parallel.
Canadians have much to be thankful for and
a proper observance of the holiday set apart
by the government for general thanksgiving
will hasten the progress of the country to-

ward the zenith of its nationhood.
-

—The Canadian Wheelman’s Association
has taken up the good roads agitation with
a heartiness that is commendable. - Quite
recently the association distributed thirty-
five thousand pamphlets en ‘‘Streets and
how to build them,” and they purpose, fol-
lowing up this effort by issuing a further
supply of literature on the subject. The
““heather is on fire” in the eastern provinces
already, and tax payers are rapidly awaken-
ing to the true situation of affairs. Bad
roads are a curse to any country, and an im-
provement of our system would, while it
might entail a temporary increase in taxa-,
tion, enhance property values, beautify the
country, cheapen the facilities for market-
ing besides affording many social advan-
tages. Ill conditioned roads constitute a
heavy tax on country property and the
holders must face the question fairly. An
increased taxation, to defray the expense of
properiy constructing our roads, would but
Tighten the whole rate in the immediate
future, and should be welcomed. The time
is drawing near for the usual session of our
provincial legislature and proper representa-
tions should be made to that body to induce
them to take hold cf this matter and see to
ithnt the annual appropriations are directed

to chdnnels from which permanent benefits
will result. It is a cold, hard fact, that the
larger proportion of the money spent on the
roads of Nova Scotia is wasted, through lack
of knowledge on the part of those who super-
intend the expenditure. The sum thus
squandered is not, of course, sufficient to
meet the requirements of an improved ser-
vice, but it will help along wonderfully. If
the provincial government were to follow in
the footsteps of Ontario and appoint an in-
stractor in road making, the solution of the
problem would be fairly entered upon.
Something must be done if we are to keep
abreast of the timesand the first step should
be taken at once. The proper value of a
beautiful country can not be estimated till
it is traversed by good roads.

—Newfoundland’s new government is con-
sidered to be a pretty strong one, but its
mettle will be thoroughly tested in straight-
ening the financial problems that are now
embarrassing the ancient colony.  Every
man, woman and child in the island is now
taxed $3.75 yearly, to pay the interest on the
debt, and as‘the resources of Newfoundland
are as yet comparatively undeveloped, this
burden is a heavy one. The new govern-
ment is thought to bé favorable to a union
of the colony with Canada, and it is quite
probable that such a union will be consum-
mated at an early date. Confederation can
not now hold much terror for the sturdy
islanders who have drifted from bad to
worse under an independent policy. Their
position to-day will compare most unfavcr-
ably with that of any province in the Domin-
ion, and yet their country is exceedingly
fertile in natural resources. The time for a
change has surely come, and we are of the
opinion that the confederation will meet
with but little opposition now. New found-
land ought to be greatly benefitted by the
union and Canada would then be rounded
out to include all the British colonial terri-
tory of the North Atlantic, in the new world,
The advantages arising from confederaticn
would be mutual.

—Major-General Gagcoigne criticized tke
make up of the 66th Princess Louise Fusi-
liers of Halifax, last week, and since then ke
has been handled without gloves by the Hal-
ifax newspapers; and their complaints have
awakened an echo in the upper provinecs.
The officers of the Hali'ax regiment have
resigned, and the ministcr of militia bas
been called to the citadel city to restore
harmony in the affected camp. In Ottawa
the General has been sharply referred to in
the newspapers by Colonel Strathy of the
Royal Scote, who will likely loge his -com-
mission forthwith, Military circlesare great-
ly agitated over these affairs, and there
seems to exist a pronounced disposition to
make matters unpleasant for the imperial
officer. The question as to how far military
disciplice extends will have to be decided in
the Ottawa case, and in Halifax, Dr. Borden
will have a difficult tesk to reconcile the of.
ficers and men of the fusiliers, who were ac-
cused of being twe-thirds retired army men,
ia the pay of both the Imperial and the
Canadian governments.  As a matter of fact
io the whole regiment there are but thirty-
two of these men, an insignificant propor-
tion. If the minister of militia can straight-
en the tangle without himself clashing with
she Major-General he will win his spurs as a
tactician.
