TBe Japanese Commander Has Taken
an Army of 32,207, Which Includes
Eight Generals and Four Ad-
mirals; Besides There Are
15,000 or 16,000 Wound-

Tokio, Jan. 5

.—A report received to-
day from General Nogi’s headquarters
largely increased the numbers of the
surrendered garrison, and intimates
that the force handed over to the
Japanese at Port Arthur will be 32,-
000, exclusive of 15,000 or 16,000 sick
or wounded, making a rough total of
48,000. The report is as follows:—
“As previously reported, the trans-
fer of the objects mentioned in article
2 of the capitulation compact took
place on January 4, and the transfer
of the force and batteries has been
completed. The prisoners will be as-
sembled at the place appointed on
January 5, but investigation relating
to these prisoners is so complicated
that the result cannot be reported at
present. Reports received up to date
are as follows:—
“Eight generals, four admirals, fifty-
seven colonels and majors, one hun-
dred captains and g
army captaing and lieutenants, 200
naval lieutenant officials, 99 y
officials, 109 surgeons, 20 chaplains.
Of the rank and file of the navy 4,500,
Army non-combatants 3,645:  naval
non-combatants 500, Total, 32,207,
Besides these there are about 135,000
or 16,000 sick and wounded in the
hospitals. The volunteers are chiefly
included in the list of non-combat
ants.
