A large mecting of Digsentors from all paits of
the Kingdom, was held in the City of London Ta-
verny on the 7th March, to petition Parliament a-
aainst granting add'tionat Church endowments to
the Kirk of Scutiand. —C. Lushington, Esq., M. P.
in the Chair.

Sir W. Mo'esworth brought forward his motion
on the Gth, impeaching Lord Qlenelg, to which
Lord Landon moved an amendment, containing a
censure on the whole DMinistry for incapacity and
nusmanagenient sn the Colonial Department.—
Molesworth having withdrawn his wmotion, Lord
Landon’s amendment was then put in the shape of
an original wmetion, and lost.  Majority for Minis-
ters, 29.

Peuuns continued to be presented in both hou-
ses of Parliament, for the entire and unconditional
abolition of slavery in the West Indies ; and for the
adoption of mure energetic measures to prevent
cther natwons from camying away slaves fivin the
coast of Afnea,  Inthe mean timo the Legislature
of Montsereat have resolved to geant full hberty to
their apprenticed slaves on the first of August next,
and the Governor of Barbadoes has recommended
asimilar measure to the Legislature of that Island,
twhile in Jarnaica there appears 2 determination to
reaist every measure of amelioration to the condi-
tion ot their slaves,

Lord Broughamnis the champion of abolition in
inthe House of Lords ;—we wish him every suc-
cesa.

Mr O*Connell had been reprimanded in the house
of Commons, for improper language toan Election
Committee.
