A DUTY ON LUg3.

measure, to provide revenue, the House of
Representatives at Washington passed a
bill, fathered by Hon. Geo.

If the Senate passes
it and the President gives ît his sanction,
it will become law at once. It provides
that there shll be levied and paid on
lumber and other articles designated in
paragraphs 674 to 683 of the act f 18%a duty equivalent to 6o per cent. of the
duties imposed by the act of s8go, and
subject to all the conditions and limita.
