If T were to give a definition of joy 1n
the genetsl, T shonld any that it is & plea-
emably emation oceasioned by the pogeea
gion, or acquisition, er even the oxpectation
of apvihing which we may decato b
Josiraible ox goud. Dut living iustances
cited oy be wors intelligible than verbal
dc-ﬁmho;ns. 1 shall ke mest unmistakably
understo. 4 wivn I say that this feeling ia
the eno whieh is oxporioneed by the child
when be obtains the uewly purchased toy,
by tho +heol-boy when he wins the prize
at the o vamination; by the youth when
the et day of Ins apprentiocship is sorved
and he anorges into liberty, untramamelled
by ivdentures; by the naerochant when, in
the transuctions of trado, ho nets & large
and uncxpeoted profit; by the soldier
wlien, 1 the hard fought battle, lisubtains
tho victory, and captures the standard, the
cannon. and the position of the foe. Now
Christian joy differs from oil theso in this,
that it is o holy feeling exoited by spiritual
objecta.  When the gospel comea to a man
it inde him in the possession of an emo-
tionn] pature, In its operations upon him
it does nnt dcatroy this, nor add to it, noe
tako from it; it simply sanotifies it for
holy purpogcs, so that it ean be intlaencod
by the spiritual and tho divine. Tho exalta-
tion of {hu worldling at the acqrsition of
large propmty, and the rejoieing of the
penitent beliover when ho has found the
pearl of groat price, both have their seat
in man’s emotional nature; the differonce
beiug that in tno care of the one there is
nothing earnal or oarthly in the feeling—
itis n holy facling, exoited 1y o apiritual
object. Ienco we find juy cnamerated by
the Apostlo 2aul among the fruits of the
Spirit ; ke places it seeoud—" Now the
fruits of tho Spirit are love, joy, pence,
long enfi~ring, gentleness, gooduess, faith,
moekness, tomperance.” It is of the very
essence, indeed, of true religion, ** for the
kingdom of Godis not meat and drink,
but rightoousness, and peace, and joy in the
Holy Ghost.” Now, mark, the faculty or
powor of rejoicing is not a new one, croated
for the purpose, aud added to our humar-
ity 1 it is the old power or facuity which is
sanchfied Uy tho epirit of holiness and
direoted to worthy and to religions ends.

Jdemonstrative emotion of Luman wiunda.

In the esro of love, although the fires may

burn fiercely, thoy do not crackle and roar
80 noisily ns in the conflagration of joy.
In the caro of fear the feeling is parals zing
yather than ammating. Sometimes
geals the lips and blanches tho cheok.
Anger, 1 know, may be baisteraus and
obstrepr rons ouvugh, but though it may be
possible to be mad with rage, 1t 18 also
possiblo to be wild with jay. Sorrow is
the most unrocial of our omotions; it
shuns ke ciowd, it seeks not sympathy
from others. Sorrow 18 hke the stricken
deer, which leaves the herd and seeks the
depths of the thicket that it may die there
alone aud unseon; or like Mary stealing to
tho eepuichre whilst respeoiful vbeervauon
whispers, ** She goeth to the grave to weep
there.” I know we find that sorrow some-
timea makes o public proclamation of ita
griefs, but even then the peals are muiiled,
and sad and slow is the tolling of the bell.
Not 80, however, whon n national joy
excites a whole people, when merry poals
como chaltering from a thousand belfiies,
when the day winds up with foust and
gong, an1 when at night gay rluminatiors
ot the city ablaze, and dazzling fiieworks
appear almost to pale tho very stars of
henven. It is searcely nocessary for mo to
romark bere that Christian joy wall nover
be allowed to ran to such excess, as Ilave
deseribed the emotion capable of. The
rignt dwrection of high religious feeling is
in virtaoua action, The Chriatian who
has exporisnced this 4.y will not content
hunself with mere sentunent ; ho wiil turn
his feelings iuty activn, Action will ut
onee ¢ pess and femper his omotions.
Piety i dutious action is piely in 1is
highicet nnd safest state. Sighis ot sorrow
and shouts of rapture are verily worse
than worthless, ualess they pass into
duteous deeds and cousolidate the char-
acter. Years, and sorrows, and joys
shonld invigorate the moral heart, as rain
strongthens the oak.

Now, we see there is no emotion that
18 80 remoted upon by sympsathy as joy,
and none that is capable of & greater aug-
mentation. And whatever augmentation
it is capable of, from the operations of the
social prineiple and of sympathy, may be
expertenced by the church as well as by
the world. It is impossible for a congre-
gation of Christians to rejoice together as
well as a party of politicians, and to have
the individual joy in each ense intensified

As an nrmy yejoieo to-
arther m tho heur of vietory, as with
Louts londer than the roar of tho battle,
they geizo upon the position of the encray,
atd ace the fow iy botore them in broken
rqnadrons and in seattered oulumns ;. so is
1 with the mititant host of God's eleot
when they follow Him who goes forth

that with thom » vory hitle inconvenienoa
and misadventure is dignified with the
grent big name of a irial.  Hills which &
mere ohild iy Ohristiamty might jump
over thoy deem Alps, which & Hannibal in
picty oonld searoely soale. Citadels  of
which possession might feasily be taken if
they had cowrage, are in thlr estmation
oties wallod up to heaven and impregauble;
and contemptible adversaries, 2 thousand
of whom might ba put to flight by & man
of courageoua piety, are with them the
giants, the song of Anak, that have como of
the vtantt.  Wo rend of the capture of the
I uhtes in Babylon, that they “ wept
when they romembered Zion;* but theso
persons of whom I now apeak, eanoot ting
the Lord’s song in @ land of protuise; they

conquering and to congner, wha hasa
natoe written on Iis  vesture and on s
tiagh, * King of kings and Lurd of Loids.”
 They joy bofors Thea,” says the prophet,
< peeur 1iny, to the juy of haresst, and as
men rejorco when thoy divido the epoil,”

It is o befitting thing for the Christian
to rejuieo, Rejuicing i8 opjoined upon us
by 8¢, Paul in the way of a_duty—a duty
which he, in writing to the Thessglonians,
olngses with the dutivs of prayer and thanks-
givings, ** Rejoico overmore, pray wnthun,t’
ceasing, and in everything give thanks.
And it is not under the new dispensation
only that this duty 13 enjoined | jtwas also
orjoined under the old. Tho psalmist m
his day said, * Rejoico in the Lorq, for
praiso is comely for the upright.” Listen
t0 the prophet Habakkuk:

«What though no flowers the fig treo cloike,
Though vines thelr fruit deny,

Tho labour of the olive fafl,
And fiolds no meat supply”?

Though frora the fold, with sad surprise,
My tlock cut off I see,

Though famine pino in owapty stalls,
Whoro herds were wout £0 e ?

Yot in tho Liord will I be glud,
And glory in Xis love;

In Hiw I 110y, who will tho God
Ot my salvation prove.”

But romo may object that it 18 wrong to
command an emotion. Some may com-
plain and say our emotions are not undor
the control of the wiil; why should we bo
commanded to rejoico when our emotions
are ag involuntary as the circulation of the
bloed itself? Now there is rome show of
reason in this objection, for there is a
geneo 1 which it 18 true that the ewotions
aro not under the control of the will. We
cannot love when we like ; we caunot hate
when wo like ; we cannot fear at the mero
bidding of our will; we cannot rejoico at
thio mero oxerciso of a volition. For in-
stance, if I toll you to take a wall to-
worrow at ono o'clock, I tell you to do
something that is under the con-
trol of your will; you can do i, if the
Lord spare you. DBut if Ltoll you to rejoice
to-niorrow at two o'clock, to lovo at three,
to hate at four, to admire at six, I tell you
to do somothing which is beyond the mee
control of your will, if, at tho same time, I
do not place objects before tho mund cel-
culated to excite these omotions. If I tell
you to rejoice when thore 18 nothing to re-
joice over, you canuot oboy. DBut if I
show you the mnstoerpiece mm panting of

tuste, it I tell you to admure, you can and
will do go. It I take you to Niagara Falls,and
| whilst you gaze upon its toaming cataract
| and listen to the thundor of its dash, and
behold masses of mountain nsmng from its
silver margin—if [ take you ihere nnd
show you these, aud telt you to admire,
youcan and will admire, some of you to
n‘nuro and cestacy. Now, although the
will hns not power over the emotions, yot
tho will Las power over tho fuculty of
attention, and when ‘our emotions aro com-
manded 1n tho Bible it yust means that we
{ are tu direct vur attontion to tho ulgocets
y which are_caleulated to oscito tueso vimo-
tivns ; and then the feoling will uecessanly
and naturally bo called forth, We are to
refloct upon our positivn a3 children of
God, as heirs of glory; we ate to think of
the groat thinge which Guld hath done for
us, of all that He hLas wrouglht iu us, of
our past blessings, uf vur present mercies,
of the tuture felicities wlich are jromised
j us, und of which we aro the lLows. Weo
| are to think of our vital union wuh Jewsus,
that we are in Christ, that Ho 18 unto us
wisdom, aud rightcousness, and sanctifica-
tion, and redemption, and that reoipro-
cally we havo Christ m us the hope of
gloty. Aud when you thivk of all theso
things, then the Curistiau teachor oan toll
you, and may tell you, t 1joico, aud you
ean under theso circumstances obey.

Brittun’s thnlling stories of the Zenana
women of India, will recall her touching
acconnt of a Hindon convert who, filled
wlthh lovo for ler new-found Saviour, was
burning with earnestuess of desire for the
salvation of those still in thie darkness of
heathenism. With a burden of distress
and doubt slie oame to her missionary:
t+ If Christians in Amonaa believe all that
you have told us of Jesns' lovo for us, and
our danger if we do not ¢rust in Him, whby
do not moro of them come to tell us the
sweet story of His sulvation?
