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attention, came before the Church and the world
with all the authority which the united voice of
the Bishaps in council assembled could impart to
it. It plainly states that any part of the  sub-
stantial deposit of Christian Faith and Order
committed by Christ and His Apostles to the
Church” is “incapable of compromise or sur-
render ;" and that an inkerent part of thiis sacred
deposit is the Episcopate. "The statement is not
the statement of a view, or an opinion, or a the-
ory, but of a fact. The Histonic Episcopate is
part of a sacred depost. It was committed by
Christ and His Apostles to the Church. Itis
therefore so essential that it cannot be tampered
with. It cannot be compromised, much less sur-
rendered.  Words could not be plainer, Such
an utterance, from such a source, lifts the pro-
positions enunciated high above the sphere of
party. It is not a party platform, but the voice
of the Charch. It 1s not therefore mere partisan
arrogance to affirm that the declaration which
we have quoted is not only true in itself, but
that it expresses the position of the Church, and
that the denial of it is both false in itself and
contrary to the position of this Church. ‘The
same thing cannot be both true and not true ;
essential and not essential ; held by the Church
and yet not held by "
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THE CLERGY AND BIBLE STUDY,

"I'he Bishop of London, England, at the com-
mencement of his last triennial visitation, preach-
ed a remarkable sermon, dwelling with special
emphasis upon the need to-day of systematic
and fervent Bible study. The Hishop begged
his clergy to lay it to heart that it was the im-
perative duty of every man of God to be con-
stantly studying the Bible with all the aids
which he could obtain for that study-——that the
Bible should be for him the book from which
illustrations, examples, precepts, warnings, and,
above all, messages of love might be readily ga-
1hered for use in the ministry. He entreated
them to consider how impassible it was to de-
pend upon old memories that were fading out of
the mind, and how impossible it was to use with
effect the repetition of passages that had be-
come stale to them simply by theis constant re-
{erence to them, and to them alone.  His Lord-
ship's words are valuable, and they are especi-
ally valuable just now. It is anage of rush, as
much for the clergy as for the laity. Bible study.
100 ofien becomes put aside for other pressing
duties, and those detestable makeshifts, known
as ¢ sermon-helps,’ take its place. ¢ But Bible
study, says the Bishop of london, ¢ 1is so ab-
solutely necessary for the performance of all
other duties, be they what they may, that noth-
ing else can put it aside or make it unnecessary,
and, amid all the labours the clergy are called
upon to perform, this must find a place—a re-
gularly appointed, sure place—and it must dis-
lodge anything which would prevent men from
giving it the necessary time.—Chureh Bells.

Reportof the St. Prancis District Association
of the Church Society for the Year 1891,

The Reports from the various Parishes and
Missions of the District of 8t Francis for the
year just past are very encouraging not lo say
inspiring. It is quite evident that ‘The Church
in the District is alive and that hearty  carnest
work is being done both by the Clergy and laity
in all directions. ¢ Progress in every stalion,”
“gzeal and activity manifested spintually and
financially,” ¢ new work opened,” ¢ assessments
promptly paid,” “ Church Property improved,”
« Attendance increased,” ¢ evidences not want-
ing of a steady growth,” “ a year of effort,” “an
eventful year,” *The Church gradually becoming
more and more settled ;" such are a few of the
cheering expressions gathered at random from
rhe pages of the reports, some of these frequent-
ly repeated—while the notes of discouragement
are very fow indeed. Something of the spirit
animating our Clergy is not inaptly illustrated
by one of the younger men. “’he r3th Sept.
was one of the happiest days of my ministerial
life, for on that day, ! admitted into Christ’s
Church through the gate of Holy Baptism, 3
adults, two of whom drove a distance of 14
miles, through the rain.”  While the old mis-
sions are, with few exceptions, holding their
own and, in many cases, growing stronger and
extending their arca of work, the new ones arc
rapidly developing into settled spheres of la-
bour. .

To take a few instances out of many. The
new work al Scotstown and Lake Mecgantic—
served chiefly by the students of Lennoxville
reporsed by Archdeacon Roe, whose missionary
zeal has made itself felt throughout the District
is a witness to what may be done in many yet
neglected quarters of the District if only the
men and the means can be found. In those
mission stations not only have several congrega-
tions, been formed, 2 churches built, and the
children brought under regular religious and
Churchly instruction but, by this work members
of 46 families have been led to acknowledge The
Church as their spiritual mother who would, in
all probability, have been lost to her but for the

new field by the diligence and devotion of the
Rev. Joseph Iames, whose removal to New
Hampshire we have this year to deplore. In
Fitch Bay, ‘The Church is slowly but not the less
strely spreading and rooting itsclf.  And though
the signs of progress may nol be so apparent,
yet to an appreciable extent the same is true of
Waterville under the care of that experienced
faithful missionary, the Rev. . N. Thompson ;
and of Newyport, which is now under the charge
of the Rev. H, A, Dickson. As a typeaf the
new work opencd by old Parishes that of My,
Murray at Barford and Herveford may be seleet-
edas showing singular promise.  With the as-
sistance of two members of the Bishop’s College
Brotherhood of Readers he has been able to
keep open seven stations, two of which in his
abounding zeal are across the Province Line.
All of these stations he  writes show signs of
progress. The prejudice against The Church s
Lreaking down and the interest in her work ri-
pidly increasing. He hasa chnreh ready for
conseeration, and a people hungering for more
ministrations.  The ease of Stanstead may also
Le mentioned where the Rev. W. ' Forsythe,
with the aid of Readers from  Lennoxville, suc-
cessfully opened in spite of great opposition
three most encouraging slations in populous
parts of his extended charge. 1am convineed
he writes “ that The Church has a great future
before it in this section of counlry if only we
have faith in her Divine mission and patience to

ywait for results.’

Jut not least amwong the significant tokens
of the Churcl’s progress may be noted (1) the
increasing interest of woman in the missionary
work of The Church evinced so emphatically by
the recent reunion of the Woman’s Auxiliary
in Lennoxville.  (2) the growing observance of
I"he Churcl’s special seasons and days and the
maintenance in several churches of daily morn-
ing and cvening prayer (3) the increasing
readiness with which day help  especially in
the form of lay reading is given andreceived ;
in mentioning which we must not overlook the
faithful and effectual work of the members of
the Bishop's College Brotherhood of Readers
who have been employed during the year in 13
Parishes and Missions in the Diocese and o
whom ne small part of the year's purely mis-
sionary work is duc.  (4) the increasing inter-
est In Catechising as (o the hest of means for
conveying systematic and accurate instruction
to the young.

We have still to deplore the almost total
lack of Church schools of lower grade through-
out the District, Stanstead being the only pa-
rish in which such a school exists. Tt is hard
to see what can be done in the matter, but it is
certainly encouraging to read in the report of
the Rev. H. A. Dickson, “ I spend 3 hours
every week in the District Schools.” "T'he fol-
lowing changes have taken place in the clerical
staff of the District during the year :  ‘T'he Rev,
A. H. Robertson has removed from Durham
to Cookshire. 'The Rev. R. W. Colston from
Ascot to Dudswell. The Rev.’I” Rudd from
Randboro to Melbourne and the Rev. J. Kames
has resigned Barnston and accepted a parish in
New Hampshire.
