immedintely to any half breed cighteen yeurs
of age or over, on furnishing evidence of
claim, and to cvery child on arriving a$ that
age and furnishing the necessary evidence,

*“That esch hull breed holding such a
location ticket should he allowed to lacate it
upon wsny unocecupied Dominion lands, but
the title of the Iand «o entered ehould remaia
in the Crown for ten years ; and if after the
expiration of thres years after such entry
the half-breed locatee has made no improve-
ments on the Jand his claims thereto #ball be
subijeet to forfeiture.

WEST INDIA TRADE NEGOTIATIONS.

Loxnpox, April 7.—The foreign oflice has
just published correspondenca rtespecting the
negotintions hetween Great Britain and the
United States for w commercial treaty to con-
trol the teade with the Lritiah West Tndies,
In w letter from Lord Giranville to Sir Lionel
S, Weet on Uetober 25th, 1884, Granville
states that the British West Indian colonies
are willing to nbolish the duties on bread,
Liscuits, chocso, corn, meats of il kinds,
flvur, lurd, lumber, keroscne ojl, meul and
oil cake, on condition that the United
States reduce the duty on  sugar at
lenst onec-half, Some of the colonits were
wlso wiiling to abolish the duties on humns,
meants, shooks and staves, Minister West
wrote to Lord Granville on November
20, 1884, that the United States desired to
widen the busiy for the treaty ; also that ad-
vantuges concedad to the United States should
not be conceded gratiz to any third parties
under the fuvored notion clause, On the 4th
December Went forwarded to Lord Granville
Frelinghuysen's draft of a counter tresty, in
which the United States agrees to abolish the
duty on sogars under the grade of No. 16,
In & letter accompanying the draft Freling-
huysen insisted upon the exclusion of third
parties as indispensable. Sir John Lubbock
estimated thnt the proposed treaty would
cause u loss of revenue to the United States
of 2,500,000 pounds yearly, while the colo-
nics would only lesc 180,000 peunda. On
February 12, 1885, Granville wrote to Weat
that it was impossible to accept the proposals
of the United Statea. He eaid they would
revolutionizc the conventional stipulations
which govern the commerce of all pations,
would render the favored nation clause a
fruitful subject of dispute and would infrioge
upon international law. Granville forward-
ed a copy of this despatch to the colonial
office, stating that the concessions proposed
by the United States were more apparent than
real, and that the proposals lacked essential
elements of stability.

SWISS TU. S, MINISTER RECALLED.

Bruxg, April 9,—Thore i« great satisfaction
here over tlie reeall of Mr. M. J..Cramer,
United States Minister to Switzerland, Mr,
Cramer has mads himself obnoxious to many of
the Bernais by his active chiaimnpionship of the
Salvation Army, which is regarded by most
Swiss people as an unmitigated nuisance. The
army has had many internal equabble regard-
ing finances, and Mr, Cramer has beén wmixed
up in those contentions in o way that many
thought uadignified in a rnited. States Min-
ister. Mr. Cramer has also inade himsslf con-
spicuous by exhortation and harangues at the
little Bethels of the Salvation Army, where the
services have nometimes ended in disgraceful
riots.
