8t Patrick, duriog hia Missiou in Munster, forstold
that ' St. Brauden, of the race of Hus-Alts, & great
patriareh of monks, and the star of the Wesiern
warld, would be born ; and that hig birth would take
place some yeare after his own desth.’ Qur Apontle
died in 465, A. D. and twenty years sflarwarde In
484, his prophecy waa folfilled, aod the Patron Saint
of Kerry wag born got far from Tralee.

The period to which St. Brandon’s ‘birth has been
referred was one fruitfal in' great: glory for the
Chuorch in Ireland; ~In every quarter of the land,
aburches and monasferies might be seen riging ; than
beagan to be built thoss schools and colleges which,
down to the Middle Ages, continued to atiract to
their balls the youth of Conticental nations. Both
gexea participated in the glory -of .this .renzussance ;
and, we are to}d, ia the neighborhood - of _holy -
chorets lived anchoreteases no leas holy. Oompanies
of virgina followed their apiritnal mothera, a8 troops
of dispiples journeyed with their masters. The Con-
vents were open equally to the brethern sud the
Sistars; and, 1n this way, arose thoss relationsamong
the membars of both sexes. which prodaced anch
happy frait. The Sisters became the nurses of the
young ; and their pupile frequently Bighops and
Abbota.

All along the Weatern
coaat of [reland there were ,many traditiona respest-
ing the exlatence of a wesatecn land, and accordingly
St. Brandon went to the Islands of Arran, msking
juquiries 88 be went smong the beya and islands, and
in Arrsn he held communlcation with, and got valu.
able information from, the vererable Abbat Enda.
After makiog different inquirles, Bt. Brapdon re.
tureed to Kerry ; and from & bay gheltered by the
lofty mountain that bears his name, the precurzor of
Columbas sat esil for the far-off weatern land. He

want in a{South-westerly direction, padt the Pillara

of Hergules, beyond which the marioers of antiquity

dared not go ; and after a long and rough voyage, be

at length camp {0 summer seas, whers he was car-

ried along for mazy & day withou: the aid of sail or

oar, Ha landaed somewhere aboutthe Virginian capes

or whars the American cosst tends eastward, and

forms the New England States. He and his companlons

marched from thie apot into the intericr for fifteen

days, and came to & lacge river, lowig from east to
waest, supposed to be the river Obio. At this point
he wag acceated by a person of noble presance, who
told him he had gons far snough, and that it was
tegerved ta ather men and otber times to open upasd
Obriat'anize all that pleasant land., Brandon went
no farther ; and after remaining seven yeara away he
retnrnad to set up a college of three thonsand monks
at Qloufert. This callege deserves to ba renked in
the first place among the saored ang literary institu-
tiong of Ireland. Thrology, phileaopby, the gelences
and general literatare, were taught within its walls;
and the numbers that resorted to it for tteir edoca-
tion wers 80 grest that in & fow years it became
necessary to appnint a bishop for the parpose of or-
dainlng missioners. St. Brandon was himaelf the
firat bishop, but soon reeigned the mitre to St Moena
On the shors of Lough Oorrib, in the Oounty of
Galwsy, ats place then called Eoach-duiin, now
Avnpadoun, Brandoo establlished & nuunery over
which he placed hia Sister Briga. He retired irom
Olonfert shortly bafore bis death, which took place
in big sister's monaetery. in the 94th year of hia age
in the yesr 577 His remaina wers interred in Gloc-
fert. .

Sgok waa the life of St. Brandon. For nearly
thirteen centaries nothing was dons by the peopleof
bis native couniy to celebrate bis memory, or recall
the facts of his Jife, until the happy thonght of cele-
brating Mass on the top of the mouatain which bears
bis name. and of thus bringing the people together
struck the mind of an humble carate of the Diacese
of Kerry—the Rev. Thomas Brognan. On Sunday
week the people of Kerry paid this long-delayed
tribate of reapect. The interesting Bcene has been
folly described in our last mumber. It was one
which none who witnessed can ever forgst ; nn@ it
suggested to many winda the fuestion whetber simi-
lar pilgrimages to the boly places of our Inland might
not be orzaniaed snd cacried out with great sdvan.
tage to the best interests of our people. — Dublin Na-

It is & subjsct of deep thankfalneas that the long
continned dronght has not yet done any perious in-
.Jury to crops. The reportain the provincial jeurnals
of our barvest prospecta are uniformly favorable.
The hay srop is, of course & short one, but it nas
been saved it fine condition. The turaip snd otter
green crops have suffered to some extent, but during
the week there has been & general fall of rain, which
will do much to imprave their condition. The
potatos crop appears to be unusually abuadant, and
gxceptlonslly good. Thera i2 no appearance of tbe
olight, so'that we may not unreasonsbly snticipate
s complete freedom from the pest this yesr. The
cereal eropd, geoerally apsaking, present a mplandid
sppesrence. Any deficiency in the atraw or caty
and barlsy will be smply compensated by the
superior quality of the grain. The weather has
been ezpecially favorable tor wheat, the most profi-
sble and abundant crop when it tuzns ont woll
that the farmer can grow, Accordingly,
we hear from all parta of the cocutry that the wheat
is Jooking plendidly, and that we may axntisipate
an nbun'danl: crap of the best quality. We require
more rain, and there are indiostiona of an approsch-
ing change, which, we trast,, will not prove decep-
tive. To be really beneficlal, however, al this ori-
uc.ﬂpapod, rain’ought nottobe of long costinuance.
11 is chiefly requited for the grass lands and the
green crop#, the cereald having arrived at that stage
when wet Weather, if of losg duation, woald be
most injurions to them. Oa the whole, the Irish
farmers bave s var_?fsir proapect before them ; and
if the cesult shonld fulfil the-cheering prom'se of the
Préaeni, all elasses in tha contmuuity will have great
