Members of the House of Commons:

You were summoned to meet somewhat earlier than was anticipated because
of the disruption of railway transportation facilities resulting from the dispute
between the raîlways and the unions representing the non-operating employees
of the railways. A measure to deal with this situation will be introduced at once.
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
