Mr. RING (Koctenay): The bill pro-
vides that the government of Canada may
pay a subsidy to the city of Ottawa. Agree-
ments have ben made from time to time, the
last one having been entered into in 1920.
At th.at time parliament voted for the pay-
ment of S75,000 annually for five years, but
in 1924-25 the agreem-e'nt was not renewed;
payment for one year was however extended.
Recently in consultation with the znunicipality
we have deeided to increase the subsidy to
S100,000 for a period of five years.
