I arn more opposed te divorce
fhan hion, gentlemen who have spoken in
opposition te this procedure, but it is the
only wny. This rnethod of giving flrst read-
ing te aIl these buis sirnpîy means that instead
of devoting half an hour te them at this
stage they are advanced te the point where
thev wiIl corne up for second reading. It
s on second reading that the principle will

he open for consideration, and I shail be
opposed te the principle. The present motion
lias the effect only of ridding us of a dis-
agreeabîe process in two minutes instead of in
half an hour.
