“He will be a great loss to us, but also
a great inspiration to us in the future.”

Hon. Léon Méthot: Honourable senators, do
you not think we have gone a little too far?
We can laugh once in a while, but here is
something that is certainly serious. Where
is the authority in Canada? Who has that
authority? Which authority is responsible to
the people? Is it the Governor of the Bank
of Canada or the Prime Minister? I think it
is the Prime Minister and the other ministers
of the Government who are responsible to
the country. An honourable senator has been
talking about the Rebellion of 1837; others
have been talking about civil servants and
asking if Mr. Coyne is a civil servant or not.
What is he? Is he superior to the Govern-
ment? Is he in charge of things in such a
way that he is not responsible to the people?
That is the question. I still think that the
Government in power, the Prime Minister
and the other ministers, who are sworn, are
in charge of the business of this country.
They are responsible to the people and this
man, who may not be their servant, is cer-
tainly obliged to act according to the wishes
of the Government. They have the right to
ask him to resign.

Hon. Mr. Bruni: Question!
