(e) The information required in the form of 
report, in which the standing of the pupils in the 
several grades shall be given, and separately the 
standing of the ungraded pupils in the subjects 
which they have taken, along with a copy of the 
examination papers.

WRITTEN EXAMINATION OF HIGH AND INTERMEDIATE 

SCHOOLS

77 There shall be an annual written examination of 
the Protestant high and intermediate schools held sim­
ultaneously under the direction of local presiding offi-

rs approved by the Inspector of High Schools.
78 The examination papers shall not be sent to a 

chool which refuses to remunerate its deputy-exam­
iners.

79 In these written examinations pupils shall be 
considered as having passed in their respective grades 
provided they pass in all the grade subjects specified in 
the course of study. However, pupils who fail in not 
more than two subjects may be passed at the discretion 
of the High School Leaving Board for Grade XI and 
of the Inspector of High Schools for Grade X when the 
aggregate of marks is high enough to justify such ex­
ceptional action.

80 The papers for Grades VIII-X inclusive shall be 
prepared under the direction of the Inspector of High 
Schools.
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
