fore His Majesty, by and with the advice and consent

as follows :—

hereby incorporated under the name of the “Great West Corporate 
Fire Insurance Company,” hereinafter called “the Com- name- 
pany.”

2. The persons named in section 1 of this Act shall be Provisional

3. The capital stock of the Company shall be one million Capital
dollars, which may be increased to two million dollars. increase

4. The amount to be subscribed before the general Subscription

5. The head office of the Company shall be in the city Head office, 
of Regina, in the province of Saskatchewan.
