Important. For a kick from the Toronto 
Public Bchool Board over the apartment* 
at present allotted to them In the new pile 
ennhot In Itself be far-reaching In its ef­
fects. rte matter at Issue was, Should 
the Board have the rooms laid out for 
them In the original plana? Later develop­
ments had necessitated a change. The 
I'ubllç and Separate School Board offices 
had been re-arranged so aa to be 
practically adjacent.
School Committee 
aldermen yesterday that this arrangement 
cramped them. It left no apace for Archi­
tect illehop, their superintendent ot bund­
ing*. He requires, they say, three roams. Then Chairman Douglas of the 1 ubllc 
School Board wantvd no dealings between 
the Jews and Samaritans. He said that 
the contiguity of the Separate 10 ‘be 1 nu­
lle school oft Ice* would lend to confusion. 
People wanting to visit one would straj 
Into the other. In the matter of accom­
modation be felt that the Public School 
Board should have the preference oter 
the Separate.
