Yacht Beats Wind.

During the recent yacht trials the Con-
stitution was more than once reported as
sailing at a speed greater than that or
the wind prevailing at the time. This
was probably regarded incredulously by
the lay reader.

It is a well known fact, however, that
salling vachts of the higher type, when
the wind is lying just right, may at times
actually exceed the speed of the propelling
wind. This is especlally true of racing
machines like the cup yachts, censtructed
on the finest lines of the very smoothest
material, which has been polished until
the resistance to the -svater is the slightest
possible. Of ‘ecourse such a result cannot
be attained In beating to windward, nor
even in running before the wind. It oe-
curs on the point of salling known as a
broad reach.

This can best be illustrated to the lay
mind by placing a billiard ball in a groove
cut diagonally across a table, and suffici:
ently deep to prevent the ball from readily
rolling out of it. If a billlard cue or a
flat stick be taken and pushed squarely
down the length of the table, the ball will
he shoved along from one end of the table
to the other, reaching the further end
simultaneously with the stick. Assuming
the table to have been three feet by four,
the length of diagonal groove—according to
the well known theorem that the hypo-
tenuse of a right angled triange is equiva-
lent to the square root of the sum of the
squares of its two right angled sides—will
he five feet. Jn other words, the billiard
ball will have traveled five feet, while
the propelling force—namely the stick—has
only moved four feet.

Now, if the billiard ball were a cup
yacht instead and the propelling breeze
blowing eight miles an hour, it may be
readily seen that the yacht, ‘with its tre-
mendous sail area and with its smooth un-
derbody offering the minimum of resist-
ance to the water, could easily cover ten
miles in traveling a course lying diagonal-
ly across the direction of the wind. That
is just what happened in the case of the
Constitution and I8 what happens in some
degree with every yacht on this point of
salling, -the excess of speed over that of
the prevailing wind depending, of course,
entirely upon the spread of sail, the non-
resisting lines of the model and the smooth-

“The Chinese,” says M. Delauney, a
writer, “smoke what are called instanta-
neous pipes, since the tobacco in them is
consumed after two or three puffs. The
Gouda pipes evidently would not satisfy
them, as one puff suffices to empty them.
Neither would they satisfy the Roers, who
are accustomed to keep their pipes forever
in their mouths.

“This, however, is an age in which little
things are popular. The ancient races liked
large things,  as the Pyramids and the
buildings at Nineveh and Babylon show,
and we, in turn, prefer small things. In

-other words, megalomania has given place

to micromania. The Chinese are very
fond of little things and apparently we
have acquired the taste from them. When-
ever distinguished tourists call at the
factory in Gouda they are presented with
tiny pipes, and are bound to admire both
the skill of the workmen and the superior
quality of the earth employed in the manu-
facture.

The stems of these pipes are ornamented
with arabesques on both sides and almost
along their entire length. Each bowl also
is Dbeautifully decorated with an oval
frame formed of small pearls,within which
are various devices, such as a garland of
flowers, a child playing with a skipping
rope and a portrait of the young Queen of
Holland.”

Naturally, these dainty things are ex-
tremely fragile, and ‘‘therefore,” says M.
Delauney, “it Is hazardous to handle them
often, and much better to keep them in a
box which is lined with cotton.”

?ls(otic Horseshoes in a Castle.

f there be any virtue in hors shoe
Oakham Castle, England, shouldc‘b?h?fl:
luckiest place in the world. The casr‘lo
has a collection of horseshoes which has
been accumulating for hundreds of years.
It contalns shoes of silver and goldl and
each one has an interesting history. :

Somesvhere back in the Middle Ages ‘the
residents of the castle made It their cus-
tom to demand a horseshoe from every
peer who chanced to ride by their gnteé.
In case the peer had no horseshoe he was
obliged to leave the money to buy one.

The law- of the country made it possible
to fine a peer should he refuse to con-
tribute a horseshoe to the collection.

Oakham Castle has for years been used
as a municipal building, but the quaint old
custom still survives.

The shoes of the collection are of many
sizes and designs. It contains shoes con-
tributed by Queen Elizabeth, the Prince
Regent, George IV. and the Princess Vie-
toria.

#1t has been a custom when a member
of the royal family contributed money to
buy a shoe In proportion to the size of the
gift.
