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Secretary Moore Says It Will Keep

Rev. T. Albert Moore, secretary of
‘the Lord’s Day Alliance, gives out the
following statement concerning the
judgment of the Privy Council, declar.

.be ultra vires:

The decision of the Judicial Commit-
.tee of the Privy Council, as printed
/in The London Times, has been copied
by many of the newspapers of Ontario,
{ We had hoped this decision would have
‘upheld that of the Court of Appeal of
this province. From Iinformativn we

' have received, it would seem that the

title of the untario lora's Day Act—
&n act to prevent the profanation of the
Lord's Day—indicated that jt dealt with
religious matters, aud thereiore caine
under Domimon jurisdiction,

A careful consideration of the situa-
tion, torced upon us by the decision
ot the Privy Council, does not discour-
‘age us. The judgment declares tnat the
act is ultra vires of the province. THat
leaves us the law which was in force
at Confederation, and a compar.son re-
"yeals that, with the exceptions of #sec-
tions 7 and 8, it 1s identical with the
act now declared ultra vires, As to
_sections 7 and 8, which deal with ex-
‘cursions and electric railways, almost
‘all their provisions and prohibitions
have been enacted in the chariers grant-
ed by the provincial legislature, The
Lord’'s Day*Alliance may find it neces-
«sary to seek a reconstruction of the
ldw, and possibly may have to obtain
amendments from the Dominion legis-
lature, but -we rejoice that this prov-
ince is still governed by such legisia-
tion that the Lord's Day is strongly
safeguarded against the assaults of
greed and passion-

Tho disappointed, we do not con-
fess a defeat, nor do we feel discourag-
ed. Our battle is for the highest wel-
fare of the citizens of this great Do-
minion.
