Patterson of Winnipeg and Logan of 
Montreal, two prominent adjusters, ar­
rived last night, and are now at work 
with the rest of the insurance ex­
perts wading thru a mass of detail 
before them. T. Kennedy, Dominion 
adjuster, also arrived yesterday.

Haven’t Been Making Money.
In discussing the raise In rates, an 

insurance man yesterday referred to a 
paper read by Chas. D. Cory at the 
Insurance Institute In December last 
on "Fire Insurance as an 
Science," in which it was shown that 
in 34 years ending with 1902, the com­
panies had an annual shortage of $150,- 
000. Fire insurance as a trade should 
yield each year on an average, it was 
held, a trade profit of 7 1-2 per cent. 
Tjiat is to say the net losses, plus 
expenses, should not exceed 92 1-2 per 
cent, of the net premium Income. In 
the period covered, in the first 11 years 
an annual trade loss of 16.66 per cent, 
is noted; the next 11 years, the very 
fair annual profit of 6.65 per cent, was 
obtained, and in the last 12 years an 
average profit of 1.20 per cent., or for 
the entire period an annual trade loss 
of 48-100 per cent.

The scale is thirty-five 
cents an hour, and the rush is expected 
to be so heavy that any man who can 
drive a nail or guide a handsaw will 
draw regular journeymen’s wages.

Lot* of Unskilled Labor.
But conditions Just at present are 

discouraging for the unskilled laborer 
in Winnipeg. About ten thousand men 
regularly come into the city from the 
bush on the opening of spring. These 
are usually distributed to the railroad 
contractors and heavy work of that 
class. Ruilroaiff-epnstruction has not 
commenced yet. Keither has the vast 
quantity of city building that is sup­
posed to absorb many thousands of 
men opened. The frost must get out of 
the ground. The city has started some 
small improvements. The commonest 
class of work is paid for at the rate of 
twenty cents an hour by the munici­
pality. This establishes a scale that 
the labor unions keep well up. Trade 
organization has reached a high degree 
of development in the west, but the 
employers do not complain of unfair­
ness. The relations appear to be ex­
cellent. The immigrants who are here 
with the intention of seeking work on 
farms find the seeding two weeks de­
layed, and are also classed among the 
unemployed for the present. This is a 
condition that has not ruled for years, 
and has resulted in some cbnslderablo 
congestion.

Expect 3000 More IfOuee*.
The other side of the picture has a 

silver lining. Last year it was esti­
mated the building operations in Win­
nipeg would reach $3.000,000.

moment, be maintained that, say, Nova
