It appears that it is preferable to
these people to believe the lies manufac-
tured out of whole cloth by irrespon-
sible hangers-on of the Liberal party
than believe the actual - truth, simply
because it does not suit their purpose
that the truth should be known.

Public Property Soon.

While all the facts concerning the
