Dealing with the objection that the
love of truth required 4 necessary de-
tachment of the mind that was fatal to
action, seeing both sides of a question
taking away the driving power which
carried on the action of the world, he
denied that it was so, affirming that it
was perfectly possible to see both sides
and yet make up the mind which course
is right. He coupled the fair mind and
the effective hand. The front benches
of parliament were adduced as am ex-
ample of the efficacy of university
training. They might think it an un-
lucky ilulstration, as he had out of 21
years only spent three in power. But
on the two front benches were con-
centrated the energy and wisdom of
the house of commons, and with one
remarkable exception every one of these
gentlemen was a master of arts of
either Oxford or Cambridge.

His master, John Stuart Mill, did him
the honor to seek his acquaintance on
