This “‘snug cottage” contains all the
conveniences and comforts of many larger
and more expensive houses; it.fills'a want
where people require more rdéoms and can.
only afford a small outlay. The size on
the ground is 26 feet 'in ‘width by 30 feet
in depth, exclusive of front and "rear
piazgas, that are cach 8 feet wide. These
piazzas extend across the front and rear;
the roof of the front piazza'is shingled
like the main roof and the rear piazza is
carried up two stories, with a screened
sleeping balcony on the second floor. The
posts are 14 feet in height. The roof is
hlgh pitched, with wide préjected * cor-
nices brought out on a sweep, and the tim-
ber rafters showmg on the under side.

This cottage has a light and jaunty ap-
pearance! it is simple in outline and in
detail. | There' dre hay expensn/.'e baywin-
dows or prOJectlons, ﬁerythmg being kept
on plain lines. The first story is 9 feet
high and'the gecond;sfory 8 feet' high. The
rooms being full square in height; the low
spaces at the sides being cut off for closets.
There is but one chimney, accommodating
the kitchen and heating apparatus in the
basement. A sma.ll»h t-air furnace warms
the  entire house; & “stairway to. the
second story leads. 8 sthe rear between
the diningroom and kitchen, and.ds cut
off from the living Toom with a sliding
door. The piazzas, front and rear, are
screened in and a portlon of the rear piaz-

za is inclosed with siding, making a good
space for refrigerator and storeroom in
connection with the kitchen.. On' the sec-
ond floor are three bedrooms, each pro-
vided with ample clothes ‘closet and 2
bathroom. The stairs are continued uyp
to the attic space, that may be used for
storage purposes. The first floor is fin-
ished in Washington fir and stained, with
the. same wood for floor; also fir floor in
the second story, the casings and finish
being in soft wood and painted. The
house is sided with narrow siding, and all
of the upper portiton of the house paint-
ed white, and the roof shingles stained
either a red brown or red. It is estimated
that this house can be built, including
heating and plumbingj for $2,500.

St. Joseph, Mo., Sept. 21-——St Joseph
did not adopt the'commxssmn form of gov-
ernment. - It did, however, hold an elec-
tion Sept. 7th and voted to adopt a new
charter which has so many good features
in it that it aroused the vigorous opposi-
tion of the public service corporations and
every ward healer‘and professional poht,xc-
ian in the city.

Here are some of the important pro-
visions of the charter:

It abolishes the old'council composed of
ward representatives and establishes a
council of five members elected at large.

Increases the power of the mayor. and
places the burden of responsibility for the
public service directly upon him.

Makes the mayor the executive head of
the city and limints the council entirely
to legislative duties. .

Limits: the granting of franchises
twenty-five year terms.

Provides for the teferendim of franchis-
es on petition of 25 per cent of the vot-
ers; also provides for the recall a.nd the
initintive.

Establishes a public utilities commission
under a section drafted fromr the Hnghes
Law in New York.

i .aAdopts the Kansas City park and*bouln—
vard plan. '

Adopts the .Omaha viaduct law.

/The. may appoints the hends of depart-
mients ‘and ‘specific ‘responsibility is” estab
lished in’ each department. The council
_may, hoWever, refuse. to confirm  the
mayor’s appointees, but the council’s ob-
Jectlon. to any appointee must be made in
writing and go to the fitness and qualifi-
cations of the nominee.

,The ,St. Joseph charter 'was drafted by
a commission of citizens selected by a
committée composed of one member from
' each commercial organization in- the city.

The draft of the charter was spbmitted
to the legislature and adopted last winter,
Even there it met the strenuous opposi-
tion of the lobbyists of the St. Joseph
Street. Railway Company.

No sooner had the Enabling Act passed
the legislature than the opposition to it
became actively engaged to defeat it. The
street railway company, of course, denied
that it was fighting the new charter.
Every man whose political affiliations
had been with the corporations was har-
moniously united in the declaration that
the proposed charter is a menace to the
“life, L\bert and pursuit of happiness” of
almost every citizen of St. Joseph.

Following are the regulations for the
new playgrounds as contained in a by-law
passed: by the Toronto city. council:—

¥ The playgrounds will be open to the
public each day, except Sunday, between
the hours of 9 a. m. and 830 p. m., or
at such hours as may from time to time

son shall enter or remain therem except
during such hours.

During the hours at which attendance is
required af the public ' schools, no
child “shall be permitted in said
grounds who should be at school, and any
such child may be ejected or given in
charge of a truant officer.

It shall be the duty and power of the
persons placed in charge of  the sad
grounds to enforce order and to insist on
rotation in the use of the apparatus.

No liability shall be "incurred by the
corporation of the city of Toronto on ac-
count of injury to any person caused by
the use of the apparatus by themselves
or otherwise in the said grounds.

The general provisions of this by-law,
respecting public squares and parks or
grounds, shall, so far as they are applic-
able, applp to the sa.id}playgrounds.

AIRSHIPS

Every Auto Factory In France
Has Added Aeroplane Plant
England Buys Dirigible—
‘Big English Flyer

New York, Sept. 24—“All Europe is air-
ship mad! Every automobile factory in
France has added an aeroplane depart-
ment to' its - equipment and is building
either complete machines or engines for
aerial propulsion. It’s amazing.

Jefferson De Mont Thompson, who went
to Rheims to represent the Aeroplane
Club of America during the recent avia-
tion week, thus summarized the foreign
aerial situation yesterday when he arrived
on the Oeeanie.

Sidney B. Bowman, who  arrived with
. {him, added to Mr. Thompson’s enthusias-
tic -comments. by deseribing a marvellous
aerial craft- which England, most conserv-
ative of nations, xy having built in Paris.

H, Hayden Sands, a young - society
sportsman, of this city, who was the third
of the party, had caught the flying fever
80 badly while at Rheims, that he bought
a $15,000 Bleriot monoplane, in which he
expects to be flying over New York be-
fore many days. The three were chock-
full of interesting ‘up-in-the-air news.

England to Have Great One

“The sensatlon of the moment,” said
Mry. Bowman, ‘““is the 'big alrs):np which
the British government has ordered from
the Clement-Bayard Co. Understand, it’s
a dirigible, a lighter-than-air machine.
But. it represents one of the longest steps
the new science has taken.

“It can be used for commercial pur-
poses,” Mr. Bowman asserted. “It will
be an absolutely practical automobile of
the air. The dirigible will be 300 feet long
and will carry twenty passengers at fifty
miles an hour. Two engines of 220 horse-
power each, will drive the propellers.”

Mr. Bowman described another marvel-
lous machine, this one a heavier-than-air
monoplane, mvented by a man named
Nau. It has planes which move forward!
and backward precisely like the wings of | &f
a bird, and has already been successfully |
operated. Nau, he said, intends to drive
from Paris to London before the first of
the year,

Mr. Thompson said: “The Frenchmen
are wild over the international aviation
meet which will be held in America next
summer, because of Glenn Curtiss’s vie-
tory over there. I believe there will be
no less than fifty foreign aeroplanes sent
here to compete.”

Mr. Sands, whose Bleriot monoplane is
expected to arrive here within a few days,
possibly today, is all eagerness to begin
flying.

“After looking over ‘all the machines at
Rheims, I settled \upon 'Bleriot’s mono-
plane as the best,” he said. “But Cur-|
tiss’s engine is undoubtedlv the ‘best for|
speed, so I am going to equip my ’plane
with one of his.”
