No matter how urgent the case, no 
more children can be taken within its 
doors, for that period.

Nor can. any children be taken out of 
it t. foster homes, unless those taking 
them are willing to run the risk of 
whooping cough.

The Children’s Aid Society is halted 
in its work, and the cost of maintaining 
the Home, is increased. If the police 
should raid a house and gather in little 
children, they could not be placed in the 
Home.

All this is due to the fact that there 
is no children's hospital in St. John, 

room in the public or epidemic hos­
pital for a child with whooping cough.

Two children recently taken to the 
Home, after their mother’s arrest, were 
found to be suffering with whooping 
cough.

Glowing reports of the prospects for 
a big winter business in St. John have 
■been brought back from Montreal by 
James V. RuSsell, commissioner of 
harbors, who returned on Saturday after 
attending a conference of harbor au­
thorities.

The C. P. R. officials in Montreal gave 
the commissioner the assurance 
their service from St. John would be on 
the same scale as last year, with the 
addition of an e*tra passenger sailing 
each week, making two passenger stea- 

instead of one as last year. It is 
their expectation that the amount of 
freight offering at St. John will he 
limited only by the extent of the har­
bor facilities and the number of steam­
ers which can be docked here.

Another announcement of great in­
terest is that there is a pjssioility that 
the Hudson Bay Compai.y may send 
its fleet of steamers to St. John this 
winter. The company now 
steamers of its own and, with other 
craft under charter, has recently been 
despatching a boat each day from Mon­
treal for France. It is understood that 
they are willing to come to St. John 
provided that a warehouse of sufficient 
size can be found for them. ,

Owing to the congestion which is al­
ready being felt seriously in Montreal 
it has been necessary to divert 
freight to Quebec and to load the steam­
ers there. Under the circumstances it 
is expected that the winter season will 
open in St. John much earlier than us­
ual and the commissioner has been lay­
ing the advantages of this port before 
the proper authorities.

The allotment of tt i berths for win­
ter use has been partly completed and 
it is expected that the arrangement will 
be about the same as .ast winter.

Before going to Montreal, the com­
missioner visited Halifax and looked 
over the harbor works there. He was 
much impressed with the amount which 
lias been accomplished on the $7,000,000 
harbor contract. One big pier is near­
ing completion and at least one berth is 
promised for the first of the year.

Hon. Robert Rogers, minister of pub­
lic works for the dominion, is expected 
to visit St. John in about ten days’ time 
and when he arrives it is the intention 
of the city commissioners to have a fur­
ther conference with him regarding har­
bor matters. One of the most pressing 
claims which will be laid before hinj 
is the need for the extension of the
