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Nine million acres of hunting ‘tomids,
_woodland and waterways, where moose
roam by the thousands, is what New
Brunswick offers the hunter.  Into this
province each autumn pours a streamx
of hunters, each of whqm is deter-
mined to bring back a pair of enor-
mous antlers. Most of them do.

A French writer tells us thdt during
the French occupation, 250 years ago,
.as many as 38,000 moose hides were
brought down the St. John River in a
single season. Tradition holds the
story of a raft loaded with 141 car-
casses, that floated down the Tobique
to furnish the makings of a huge bar-
becue. Those were days of unbridled
license in hunting. Today, wise game
laws protect the forest monarch fairly’
well; except for eight weeks each fall
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he is immune from legal killing. Dur-
ing the eight weeks Mr. Moose must
pit his strategy and cunning against
gun-laden men. The legal protection
insures the perpetuafidn of these ani-
mals and the continuance of royal
sport.

iOne may plunge into a New Bruns-
wick wilderness at' many points and
come out with a bagged moose, but the
better known districts’ are along the
Miramichi, Restigouche, Tobique, Ne-
pisiquit, St. Croix, St. John and Mada-
waska Rivers, where both moose and
guides flourish. The Nepisiquit claims
the honor of havidg produced one of
the largest heads ever taken out of
Canada. It was taken in 1917 and has
well formed antlers with a spread of 72
inches and 27 points. This trophy fel

Two methods _are followed in moose
hunting—calling' and stalking. The
first is practised during the first weeks
of the hunting season and takes ad-
vantage of the mating instinct to lure
the bull moose to sudden death while
rendezvous-bound. The other method
is often termed “still hunting” and calls
into play the highest art of hunter and
guide to get -within shooting distance,
for a moose’s senseé of smell is very
keen and the faintest scent of man
sends him plunging ‘out of reach. Cows
and calf moose are protected at all
times, so too, are bulls under three
years of age,

The season for moose hunting in
New Brunswick is Oct. Ist to Nov
}80th, and the bag limit is one bull
moose and two deer per hunter.

DIAMOND SMUGGLERS ABANDON
TORONTD AS JUMPING-OFF PLACE

Activitiés of Customs Officcx;s;
Made Ontario Town Hea
Trade in Precious Stones

Foil vOperations Which Once
uarters of Extensive Illicit
ith Uhited States—Many

Tricks of the Trade—Liquor Goes Acrpss Border by

Remarkable Stratagems:

A few months ago Toronto was the
headquarters of the continent for the
diamond smugglers into the United
States, says C. R. Greenaway in the
Vietoria Colonist. Then something
happened. That was surprising in-
formation the United States customs
officer happened to mention in a rare
communicative moment the other night.

Customs officers, like detectives and
mounted policemen, are silent, ordin-
ary-lookihg men. Hunting, they might
be mistaken for commercial travelers
or lawyers. Sometimes they carry
brief bags. Tomorrow morning, on
the street, you may pass one. You
would think he was a professional man
on his way down to the office or a com-
mercial representative carrying his
samples, ~ 5

Such were the United States customs
men who recently wiped Toronto off.
the map as the diamond emuggling
headquarters for the republlq“ to the
South.

You never knew that Toronto had
that reputation? Very few Canadians
eyer did. But certain gentlemen, prin-
cipally in Buffalo, New York -and
Philadelphia have developed a decided
home-loving disposition of late. They
have either curbed ,their fondness for
precious stones. or imported them
through the res‘:ln channelg and pay
the regular duty of 20 per cent. Only
an occasional prospectivé American
bridegroom now wisks peace, liberty
and fortune to take home a big Cana-
dian diamond that will make his en-
gagement ring the talk of the town.

In the same way that a tramp leaves
his distress signal on the gatepost of
the house where he has not met with
rest and sustenance; so Toronto has
been labeled “hopeless” by the smug-
glers of glittering stones. The follow-
ing are only a few of the reasons why:

If you had been the occupant of a
berth in one of the sleepers of the
train from Toronto to New York one
evening a few weeks ago, you would
have chafed at a helf-hour’s delay at
the international bridge. Customs
officers had found two men whom they
had been searching for. Altogether,
three trains leaving Canada that day
had been “covered,” as the expression
is, by the customs men.

$12,000 in Diamonds.

“We intend to have the diamonds yon
are carrying,” the men were told. This
they continued to deny vehemently. So
the search proceeded step by step.

Just as discourrgement began to
attack the officers, one of them noticed
a wisp of white cloth protruding from
one of the little electric light sockets
in the berth. By an automatic arrange-
ment these are constructed that when a
‘button is pressed they spring open and
the light goes on, and when they are
closed the current is cut.

No illumination was visible to the
customs officers as the little iron lid
sprang out. Instead of an electric light
was a white handkerchief, hastily
stuffed into the socket where the bulb
had been. Inside the folded linen were
diamonds to the value of $12,000.

The two men were removed by the
customs officials and the train went
on. Later, they were not only sent-
enced to a certain American prison,
but fined $1,000 each, besides a sum
equal to the value of the diamonds
they had attempted to smuggle across
the line.

Confronted with the picture
of himself and hig family, the Jewish
merchant from Toronto was more than
nonplussed that so much was known
about him by the customs authorities.

Secret service agents wtote the con-
clysion of this story when they report-

not only that the attempts of
smuggling of this group had ceased
but that the diamonds in the case had
been returned to Amsterdam by the
dealer as “not up to standard.”

It
was in the heels of their shoes that the
stones were wltimately found.

On a lesser scale tourists from
Canada try to take back diamonds and
jewelry. But the experienced traveler
knows enough to declare his diamonds.
He knows he is entitled to $100 exemp-
tion from personal effects he has pur-
chased, and finds it much less expen-
sive to pay $20 to $30 than to have his
stones seized and himself subjected to
‘search, before criminal as well as civil
prosecution and fines equal to the value
‘of the stones. :

While the diamond contraband trade
across the border on, a large scale has
stopped, the ceaseless watch of the
customs hunterg still continues.
