So great has been the demand for 
space both on t|ie grounds and inside 
of the buildings that Secretary Hooper 
has found it necessary to have altera­
tions made to the main buildings and 
to have extensions made to several of 
those adjoining. The industrial exhibits 
this year already number twice as many 
as last year while practically all classes 
of entries and exhibits . show a hundred 
per cent increase.

No fair in the maritime provinces ha» 
ever shown such a large number of at­
tractions as will be seen on the Pike', or 
Midway, this year. While practically all 
the outside ground space is being de­
voted for these amusements and attrac­
tions, many applications for concessions 
here have been refused, there being near­
ly three times as many as^at any pre­
vious fair. Great care has been taken 
by the management in the selection of 
the free outside attractions. Among these 
will be Daylight Fireworks, the Boker 
Arabs, the Great Demons and several 
others.

Departments of bpth the federal and 
provincial governments are also taking 
pn active interest in ,the fair. The de­
partment of agriculture at Ottawa will 
demonstrate on the care and welfare of 
sheep, their experts giving , practical 
demonstrations sevei-al times a day. The 
provincial department of agriculture will 
have offices at the exhibition. In connec­
tion with these will be a nursing room, 
a domestic science room and also a lec­
ture room where lectures will be given 
daily by members of the department.

Several St. John bands have been en­
gaged to participate in the week’s, fes­
tivities and excursions are being planned 
from the winter port for every day of 
the big fair. Ill all there will be up­
wards of twenty bands in attendance 
during the week, many cities In New 
Brunswick and Maine being represented. 
Excursion rates will be given over all 
railways and boats and the celestial city 
is already waiting in social anticipation 
of the big influx of visitors to the capi­
tal from September J5 to 20. '
