“The women of Canada are just like
othter women,” said Lady Grey, in answer
to the desire of an Englishwoman to know
more of her Canadian sisters. But the

ever country peculiarly the child of her
own land was soon supplied by Lady Grey.
I'he free winds of Canada began to blow,
ag she talked, and the woman of the land
emerged—an Englishwoman, practical, per-
severing, yet with something of American
bF¥iskness, of American freedom.

*“The women of Canada are more inde-
pendent than those at home,” said Lady
Grey, “and they have less of the shyness
which is characteristic of the Englishwo-
man. That ig naturally so, for the chil-
dfen are brought up differently. From
the time when they go to school they
manage their own lives. They arrange
how they shall spend their time and their
mbney. < They have their own parties and
amusements quite independently of their
parents. The young girl, for instance, will
h3ve a luncheon party without her mother
being present at all.”

Canadian Education

“Is the Canadian gir. given a good edu-
cation?”’ ;

“Yes, I should say so. As soon as she
has finished school, if her parents can in
any way afford it, she is sent to Kurope
—to England, France or Germany—in or-
der to study music and langnages.

_ “There is little opportunity yet for her
to grow accomplished in Canada. Every-
thing is beginning, but at present there
is. much less good music than in England,
and there are few picture galleries, All
the fine pictures are in private collections,
particularly in Montreal.

. *“I'he- Canadian  girl has every = oppor-
tunity for reading, however, for there are
public libraries, too, and the University
at Toronto. A very good education is giv-
vn at the Agricultural Coliege at St.
Ann’s, Bellevue, about twenty-eight miles
from Montreal. i

“The girls are taught domestic science
—cookery, laundrywork, housekeeping —

daitying, poultry farming, bee-keeping, and
fruit growing. The college is a part of the
MeGill University, and when possible the
men and women study in the same clas-
ses.

“Do these girls intend to become farm- !
ers?”’ |

“No; for I do not think women are able;
to take up homesteads by themselves un- |
der government in Canada; but many will
marry ‘settlers, and all are needed to help |
at home. The servant question has not]
yet been settled. When the servants will,’
at any moment, walk out of the house if
they are not pleased, leaving the mistress
in the lurch, it is necessary for the girls
to know how to do things for themselves.” |

Room For Eaglish Girls i

“English girls are still wanted, then, o
help in the homes of Canada®” |

“Yes, particularly if they are well train-
ed; but the right kind of girl must go.!
She must have a fixed determination to
consider nothing degrading. She will drop
into the place she wants later on, but she
must make up her mind to adapt herself
to the ways and needs of the country. It
is no use for her to say: ‘L never did-
things like this at home.’ People imagine
that gold can be picked up in Canada,!
but hard work has to come first. On the
other hand, the girls are freer than they:
are in England. When the evening meal
is' finished the time is their own, and they

may go out two or three times a week, /

and nearly every Sunday. !

“I¢ is, however, very dangerous for girly
to come to Canada as they do, knowing
nothing about the country, and very Tit-
tle of the situations to which they go.
Something is being done in the matter o
receiving homes for girls arriving, but not '
nearly enough.. There ought te be a chain
of well-managed homes right across Cun-
ada. Only so will the conditions be right |
for emigration. The girls would then be |
properly placed, and committees of ladies !

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ODAY is the sixty-first anniversary of one of the most loved men in the
whole world of letters.
He left mankind at his death many beautiful stories and ecssays, but
perhaps the best of all his legacies was the doctrine of the duty and
beauty of happiness, which he continually taught in his writings.

Mankind receives tie doctrine at his hands the more willingly because he him-
self lived it. And lived it, moreover, despite tremendous obstacles of ill health
and suffering. From the very day of his birth, Robert Louis Stevenson was
shackled with ill-health. At the age of 22, just as he was about to take his exam-

inations at the bar, he was peremptorily sent gouth for the
winter, and from then until the day of his death at the age
of forty-iour, he was continually struggling to keep
his  health. The last six years  iof his death he
was = absolutely exiled from his native land, and suffered so
from home-sickness that “there were times,” | says his bio-
grapher, “when he was even tempted to' go back to the old
life and the old friends were it only for a few weeks or even
a few days. But he resisted temptation and fought manfully
to the end.

“For fourteen years I have not had a day's real health.
I have awakened sick, gone to bed weary, and have done my
. work unflinchingly. I have written in bed and out of it, writ-
i ten in hemorrhages, written in sickness, written torn by
sz coughing, written when my head swam for weakness; and for
so long it seems to me I have won my Wager and recovered my glove. I am better
now—and still few are the days when I am not in some physical distress.”

And this is the manner of life that this man. endured who not only promul-
gated, but lived, the doctrine of ‘the duty of happiness.

On this, the anniversary of his birth, Iwant to bring afresh
of his expressions of that doctrine.

“There is no duty we so much underrate as the duty of being happy. By being
happy, we SOW anonymous benefits upon the world, which remain unknown even to
ourselves. A happy man or woman is a better thing to find than a five-pound note.”

“There is an idea abroad among moral people, that they should make their neigh-
bors good. One person 1 have to make good; myself.  But my duty to my neighbor
is much more nearly expressed:by saying I have to make him happy if I may.”

“To be honest, to be kind, to earn a little and to spend a little less; TO MAKE
UPON THE WHOLE, A FAMILY HAPPIER BY HIS PRESENCE; to renounce
when that shall be necessary and not to be embittered; to keep a few friends, but
these without capitilation; above all, on the same grim condition to keep friends
with himself—here is a task for all that a man has of fortitude and delicacy.”
