Khedive Abbas, despite pressure quietly
brought to bear upon him to confide the
education of his two boys either to Eng-
lish schools or to English tutors, has plac-
ed them in a ‘private school at Neuchatel,
owned -and managed by relatives of that
Swiss chief private secretary, Rouiller
Pasha, whose anti-English influence upon
the Egyptian ruler was largely responsible
for the angry quarrels which took place
between himself and Lord Cromer, as well
as Lord' Kitchener, during the: first- few
yebrs of his reign. In fact, Lord Cromer
eventually exacted of the Khedive the dis-
missal of Rouiller Pashd and his departure
from Egypt. That Abbas should now have
confined the education of his soms to mem-
bers of the Rouiller family in Switzerland,
shows that he has neither forgotten: nor
forgiven the English for having forced him
to get rid of his Swiss ex-tutor and most
'mlemate friend and adviser, secretary gen-
eral.

Persistent rumofs, are currept in Egypt,

Constantinople, and in official and financial
circles at Vienna, Paris and Loudon, to
the effbct that the Khedive is bent upon
abdicating in favor of his fourteem-year-old
son Prince Mohammed, owing to the man-
nuer in which all power has passed out of
lhn} hands into those of Field Marshal Lord
| Kitchener since the latter’s appointment
Ig_s British plenipotentiary in Egypt, and
likewise ‘because of the :constant agitation
and' intrigues of the Egyptiam Nationalists,
'.'h‘? have organized several conspiracies
against his life, owing to his refusal to
grant them more effective support.

If there is any delay in his. remouncing
his throne, it is owing to hist being un-
willing to do so until he can make suitable
arrangements  for the regency during his
son’s minority, provide for the status' of
his second wife, (born a Hungarian Coun-
tess Torok, twice divorced from Austrians,
and formerly a concert singer) and also
because he wishes to secure for himself a
ngi«able allowance, and the safeguard of
lhis extensive estbtes in Egypt.

_ Prince Louis Napoleon Murat, who has
just succumbed in a private hospital in
Paris to the shock ef a very serious opera:
tion, was a grandson of Joachim Murat,
King of Naples. His mother Princess Lu-!
cien Murat was, before marriage, Miss
Caroline . raser of Philadelphia, employed
in' the housefiold of ex-King Joseph Bona-
parte of Spain, as a governess at Borden-
town, his place in New Jersey. / ;
_Prince Louis Murat, godson of Napoleon
II1., showed in his boyhood a prenounced
taste for everything pertaining to the sea
and joined the French navy through the
famous schoolship Borda, whence all
French naval officers for several genera-
tions have graduated. As a midshipman
serving on a man-of-war in West Indian
waters, he almost succumbed to an attack
of yellow fever. He took part in the French
naval operations in the war of 1870, and
after its close, realizing that as a connec-
ti‘orl:gith the Bonaparte family, his naval
care in France was ended he
entered the ‘naval:’ séevice: ‘of Swe-
den .and on . receiving a commis-
gion as lieutenant was appointed naval
aide-de-camp to his kinsman, King Charles
XV. He was maintained in the same of-
fice by King Osus. and left the service of
the Swedish crown only on the occasion of
his marriage to the eénormosuly wealthy
widow of Prince Alexander Orbeliani,
owner of vast estates in Southern Russia,
especially in the Crimea. Thenceforth he
devoted his time between his wife’s coun-
try places in the Crimes, and his house in
Paris, in the Boulevard Flandrin.

His eldest son Prince Eugene was killed
in an automobile accident in Bavaria, in
IIDOG, leaving a small boy and two little
girls by his marriage with Violet Ney, a
great granddaughter of Marshal Ney and
a sister of the Prince de la Moscowa and
of the Duke of Elchingen. The late Prince
Louis’ other and only surviving son is
Prince Michael, who is an officer on the
reserve list of the Fremch Fourth Regi-
ment of Hussars.

There is now only one survivor of the
children of Caroline Fraser’s marriage
with Prince Luecien Murat, namely, Anna,
widowed Duchesse de Mouchy, of the Cha-
teau de Mouchy, and other of
Henri de Noailles, the present and eey-
enth Due de Mouchy, and Prince-Duke of
Poix.

MARINE NOTES.

The schooner Lottie R. Ruseel, from
River Hebert for New York, with lumber,
put into St. John yesterday for harbor.

There is perhaps a measure of poetic Jjust-
jce in the fact that one of the worst pieces
of road that forms a.part of any great high-
way in the province should be close to
Fredericton, where the legislators meet'to
discuss roads and praise the system which
produces such a result. The highway which
runs through St. Mary’s and Gibson, just
across the river from the city, and which
bears a very heavy traffic, ought to be
photographed and used to illustrate how
not to construct a highway. In riding over
it one wonders that the people of that part
of York County tolerate such conditions.
For about a mile this road is a terror to
drivers of carriages and automobiles. One
Iwonders why the people do not each year
put a small section of this road in first
clase condition, so that in four or five
years it would be a thoroughfare of which
they might be proud. Good Roads Camp-
bell told a St. John audience about nine
miles of road in Ontario which the peo-
ple treated in that way, and when it was
completed they did not know what to do
with their road money; so they spent it
cleaning up the sides of the road and
planting trvees, with the result that the
somewhat careless farmers along the route
felt that they must live up to the stand-
ard of that road, and they also cleaned up
their front lots, painted their houses and
made the whole nine miles a joy to the eye
of the traveller, as well as a money saver
to the people of the locality. The Ontario
instance is commended to the people of St.
