Deals in Detail With® Evidence

London Oct. 11.—The October  ses-
sions of the central criminal ' court
opened yesterday morning. In' charg-
ing the grand jury, Recorder Sir F.
Fulton, said that there :were, 95 per-
sons to be tried at the sessions and

-amongst the cases to be disposed of

was the charge of murder against
Crippen, who was described as a den-
tist,) and Miss Leneve, his typist, who
was indicted for being an accessory
after the fact, which, remarked the re-
corder, was one who, knowing.a felony
to have been committed, received, re-
lieved, comforted or assisted the felon.
It was necessary, . therefore, in Miss
Leneve's case, that those who brought
thé charge against her should establish
the fact that she knew that Crippen
had .committed murder. :
“Your duty happily is not to try the
case,” he said, “but merely to see
whether the évidence is- such as to
justify you in returning a true bill
against either or both.” i

- MAKES STATEMENT

Primate Believes Roman Catholi-
. cism Will Be America’s
Salvation

. New York, Oct. 12—Cardinal Logue,
- Catholic primate of Ireland, in a_pub-
lic “statement yesterday, upheld the
aims and purposes of Roman  Ca~
tholicism by declaring that the Ca-
tholic church, because  of its: funda-
mental teachings is to be America's
salvation, 3 5k
‘Because :its- cardinal principles are |\
more vitally Christian than those of [
other. creeds,”" said@ Cardinal Logue,
“Catholicism will be America’s salva-
tion.  The echureh strikes at the very
root of things tending to bring about |
national decay,”

.The cardinal intimated what_ he be-
lieved toYbe America’s besetting sins,
and among ‘these he included divorce
and graft by public officials.

- “Against such evil influences,” said
the cardinal, “the Catholic church al-
ways has waged implacable warfare.
Catholicism represents an application
of ° deepést Christian principles. I
never could understand how an intel-
ligent Christian honestly could oppose
our church. '~

“The evil results of warring against
Catholicism were never better i{llustrat-
ed than in Fraace. This country -has
steadily retrograded since it began
fighting the church, until now she is
80 decadent that Germany could over-
whelm her should the two countries
engage -in ‘war. ‘France's population
has decrgased and her official’ record
represents incompetency and dishon-
esty.” S0

Lest Portugal suffer in like manner,
Cardinal TLogue sounded a note of
warning for' that country.

‘““Portugal .should take France's les-

son to heart Said the cardinal. The
