The pro-
ceedings throughout were marked by
pronounced . enthusiasm. From  the
opening remarks of the initial speaker,
J. A. Maedonald, M. P. P., leader of
the opposition in the local legislature,
uvntil the close of a spirited and inter-
esting address by Ralph Smith, M. P.,
the closest attention was givén to the
subjects under discussion by all pre-
sent. Hon. Wm. Templeman’s speech
rerhaps went into the policy of the
present government with more detail
than the others. He made several im-
portant announcements, one of which
was that the Federal authorities were
ready to assume control of the Darcey
Island lazaretto as soon as the prov-
ince agreed to conform to some com-
paratively trifling conditions. He also

-by Mr. Beckwith and his supporters,
and, as point after point was scored,
the audience gave expression to its ap-
preciation by econtinued outbursts of
arplause. <Stirring speeches were also
delivered by W. A. Galliher and R. G.

The latter
was particularly strong in his vindica-
tion of the Liberal administration and
his appeal for support in behalf of the
new minister.

HON. WM. TEMPLEMAN.

Hon. Wm. Templeman was warmly
greeted. He referred to Mr. Macdon-
ald’s mention of the “machine.” In his
hand he had' the first production of
the opposition “machine.” It wag a
leaflet which was being - distributed
among those atiending the temperance
meeting then in progress at the Insti-
tute hall. It. was headed “Unfair,”
and  read: “This is an unfair
meeting, called to hurt Hon. William
Templeman betause he owns the Be.
Hive saloon. .Don’t stay; don’t listen.
Go home and .call at the Bee Hive sa-
loon and get a drink in honer of Hon.

William Templeman.” The pamphlet
fictitiously purported to be signed by
himself and stated, in supposedly sar-
castic terms, that it was an “unfair’”
meeting called for the purpose of hurt-
ing him as the owner of the Bee Hive
saloon.

He explained that it was true that
he was the possessor of that property.
He had purchased it some two or three
years ago in trust for the purpose of
housing the plant of the Times Print-
ing & Publishing Company. Up to the
present he hadn’t been able to obtain
sufficient money to put up the building
contemplated, or, as a matter of fact,
to pay for the property itself. Ever
since purchasing the Bee Hive prop-
erty from the Odd Fellows’ lodge he
had not been in the saloon. He did not
own the license and knew nothing of
it. As soon as he was able he intended
tearing down the present building and
erecting a newspaper office. (Ap-
plause.) He thought these tactics
despicable and libellous, and felt sure
that they would not have the effect
desired on the temperance people of
Victoria. (Applause.)

A gentleman named J. W. Haskins
had spoken at the Conservative meet-
ing on Tuesday evening. In his re-
marks he had stated that the Conser-
vatives when - returned would ‘“kick
out” the G. T. P. He took this to
mean that the company’s charter
would be cancelled. - It was not his
intention to refer further to Mr. Has-
kins’ statements, because he believed
that he was well known to Victoria
electors. The speaker met him at Ot-
tawa, where he was a subsidy hunter
for a road to Dawson, but as the gov-
ernment. was giving no subsidies last
vear his - application was not granted.

But this wasn’t the
only hold the authorities had upen the
company. In fact if the latter showed
any signs of treating British Columbia
unfairly it would be possible to “put
the screws on it in short order.”

Continuing, Mr. Templeman men-
tioned the honor done him by Sir Wil-
frid Laurier in proposing to place him

when such a department was organ-
ized. Such an institution would be in
a position to do good educative work
in the Interests of the mining industry
in Canada. He dwelt upon the im-
portance of the recent scientific dis-
covery that iron ore could be smelted
by the electric process. This system
woud prove of great commercial ad-
vantage where it was hard to secure
a sufficiency of coke. A bureau of
mines would be able to carry out work
along such lines. He felt sure it would
be of immense benefit {o the Domin-
ion as a whole.

Since returning from Ottawa he had
been approached by Thos. C. Sorby
and others with reference to harbor
improvements. He had told the former
that a detailed report would have to
be submited before he could take it
into consideration. These reports, he
understood, were now in course of pre-
paration, and would be ready some
time during the approaching session.
Mr. Sorby’s proposal was that the

and came to Victoria asking te be con-
firmed in the appointment by the voice
of the people. (Applause). The Col-
onist has said that if not elected, Mr.
Templeman would return to Ottawa
and get his old position, but from his
knowledge of Mr. Templeman he would
say that he wa€ not a man of that
sort—he would either go to Ottawa as
the chosen representative of the people
or say, “you have turned me down;
that's enough.” As to whether Mr.
Templeman could do more as a full-
fledged minister than he could have
accomplished without a portfolio, it
had been contended that he could do
as much with a seat in the senate.
People who made such an assertion
simply did not know what they were
talKing about. A responsible minister
had to go back to the people for elec-
tion, and when he réturned to Ottawa
with this endorsation he wag in a posgi-
tion to accomplish much. As a sen-
ator he would be in Ottawa during the
session, and probably abserit during the
remainder of the “year, and could not
consequently keep in tfouch with all
that was going on; but as the resident
head of an important department, he
would be present to take charge of all
matters affecting his district.

Concluding, Mr. Gallaher said that
he did not come there to discuss poli-
tics—it was not necessary—but to en-
dorse the candidature of Mr. Temple-
man. He believed the people of Vic-
toria were intelligent enough 'to see
the importance of the presént issue
and elect Mr. Templeman as their rep-
resentative—and elect him by a sweep-
ing majority.
