London. Sept. 30.—W. A. Moore, sec­
retary of the Balkan committee, who has 
returned from a two months" tour .of 
Macedonia, said to the'Associated Press 
to-day:

“The. wanton slaughter of Christians In 
Macedonia continues under the eyes' Of 
European'authorities. Crossing the Bul­
garian border, the first news was that of 
an unpardonable massacre in Komopitza, 
three days before my arrival. On visit­
ing the village I found the bodies of a 
man, two women, a girl and three chil­
dren still unburied and laid out in the 
Chrisitan church. The women had been 
shot, but I saw one child whose head had 
been crushed probably with the butt of 
a gun. The wounded had been taken to 
Egripalanka,. an hour’s ride distant, 
where reside^ 'the Austrian officer In 
charge -of thé district.
