Cleaning a Carpeted Room.

. The proper cleaning of a carpsted roem,
as set forth by Miss Parlos, demands,
first, that if possible all draperies and
hangings shall be slipped from their fas-
tenings, brushed, aired and laid aside out
of the dust. Such as are not removable
may be shaken lightly as they hang, folded
lengthwise then in upturned folds as fa:
as possible, and finally pinned high in
pieces of muslin kept for the purpose.
Pictures are to be brushed on their faces
with a soft brush, their backs wiped and
brushed, and they, too, folded in muslin,
the ends tueked in around thejr frames,
Upholstered furniture must be brushed out
carefully and covered with similar cloths,
and all small pieces set out of the room.
Bric-a-brac is dusted and also put aside in
» protected A s#iff whisk takes the
dust out of the corners of the room, and
then the carpet is sprinkled with crumpled
pleces of newspaper, wet but not dripping,
and swept with the nap. After this first
sweeping the cornj6éiand door lintels are
brushed free dust, the walls are dust-
ed down with’a cloth wound round the
broom, or a/special brush, and the base-
board is bfushed clean with a rather stiff
hair brush. The dust thus dislodged is
gathered by ofa d going over
with a carpet sweeper, and finally the car-
pet is polished by being wiped over with a
cloth wrung out as dry ss possible from
clean tepid ammonia water—two table-
spoonfuls of ammonia to four quarts of
water. Wet paper is to be preferred tosalt
or tea leaves. The former cannot be entire-
ly removed, and the grains left absorb mois-
ture, rusting the carpet nails, while tea
leaves injure and streak s delicate carpet.

Ceoking Small Fish.

In The Ladies’ Home Journal Mrs. 8.
T. Rorer, in telling how to fry the small
fish, quotes the old saying, ‘‘Small fish
should swim twice—onoe in water and
once in oil.”’ ‘‘Smelts, trout, whitebait,
perch and catfish,”’ she says, ‘‘are perhaps
more palatable fried than broiled. Small
fish may be stripped—thas is, the intestines
may be pushed ont under the gills, so that
the fish may retain their shape. Wash and
dry, then dust with salt and pepper, dip
in egg and roll in bread crumbs, or they
may be rolled in cornmeal. Have ready a
good sized pan with sufficlent oil to cover.
Put the fish in a frying basket, then into
the oil at & temperature of 860 degr F.,
and cook for about five minntes, Drain
on brown paper and serve. Where a small
quantity of fat is used, and the fish cvoked
on one side and then turned and cooked
on the othep, the method is really not fry-
ing—it is sauteing. The result is much
more indigestible than real frying. Cat-
fish are frequently fried in this way with-
out being dipped in crumbs. Sunfish may
be rolled in flour or cornmeal and carefully
fried in dripping, ofl or lard. A mixture
of dripping and lard makeg a better frying
material than lard alone. A pure vege-
table oil is freer from danger of disease
germs than either. Never use butter for
frying fish. It boils at a low
