On motion of Coun. Betts permission was 
given to Col. Call to explain the proposed 
Almshouse assessment.

Col. Call said the Commissioners had care­
fully considered the whole matter and had 
asked for only what was required. Chatham 
had been assessed rather low, but it would 
be increased next year if the dog tax were 
not available. The whole assessment asked 
for was as low as possible. It was too low 
last year. The whole matter had been 
thoroughly discussed by those who don’t 
care to pay more taxes than necessary, and 
he didn’t think the Council could better it,

Coun. Sullivan asked for explanations in 
reference to Hardwicke.

Col. Call said Hardwicke’s share of the 
expenses last year was $70, and it was ex­
pected that it would be greater this year. 
The cost of forty odd weeks’ board for 
Margaret Patterson was in dispute between 
Hardwicke and Glenelg, and if it should be 
decided against Hardwicke her surplus 
would be wiped out.

Coun. Sullivan vigorously protested 
against the supposition that the person re­
ferred to could be charged to Hardwicke, as 
she had never lived there, no, nor anyone 
of the name. He was there to defend hie 
parish, and there was no sense or fair play 
in imposing extra taxation on it for a reason 
like this.

Warden took the chair at 2 o’clock.
Coun. Jones presented a petition for the 

amendment of the regulations of the Mill- 
stream Boom. Referred.

Conn. Betts presented the petition of 
Thos. Clancy, of Derby, for a refund of taxes 
collected from him in Nelson. Referred.

Conn. Kerr said two important commit­
tees, appointed last January, had not re­
ported. One of these consisted of Coun. 
Betts, who had been sent to the meeting of 
the Good Roads Association at Fredericton. 
As the servant of this Council it was his 
duty to report the proceedings of that very 
important meeting and thereby diffuse the 
information he had gained there. The other 
committee consisted of Conn. Morrison, 
with the warden as alternate, and і ta doty 
was to go to Ottawa to strengthen the 
hands of the Minister of Railways in the 
matter of purchasing the Canada Eastern 
Railway. Coun. Morrison had pleaded 
earnestly for the appointment of that com­
mittee. The Council would have the right 
to feel slighted if no report were made.

Coun. Betts said he had been prepared to 
report to the July session, but no report had 
been asked for. It was a highly representa­
tive meeting, consisting of leading men from 
all over the province, and all its proceedings 
were earned on most systematically. One 
of the resolutions that passed was in favor 
of such a change in the highway act as 
would abolish statute labor and require the 
payment of the road tax in cash. He had 
submitted the resolution and hoped to see 
it approved by the Legislature, which 
would consider and pass upon all the recom­
mendations of the Good Roads Association. 
Probably many of them would be adopted. 
Another resolution asked the Government 
to change the law regarding wide tires for 
draught vehicles so as to require the width 
of tire to correspond with the width of the 
axle. It was clear that it would be difficult 
to determine the weight of load on country 
wagons at sight. It was the opinion of the 
meeting that the best way to make good 
roads was to use road making machines and 
wide rollers. The representatives of coun­
ties possessing four or five such machines 
were unanimously in favor of them, and he 
believed it to be the duty of our representa­
tives to get as many machines as possible for 
use in this county and have them placed in 
charge of competent men. He had left 
orders with the Secretary to send a copy of 
the proceedings to every road commissioner 
in the county. He had not presented a bill 
for his services, as the Government had paid 
railway fare one way and allowed the repre­
sentatives $1.50 a day.

Conn. Pond—Did this Council authorise 
the representative to ask for the cash road 
tax system?

Warden—No, the resolution in favor of 
the change did not pass.

Coun. Sullivan—My experience leads me 
to oppose the cash system. Many persons 
are not able to pay the tax but are willing 
to perform the required statute labor. The 
proposed change would increase the taxes 
and be burdensome to the poor man. Men 
were taxed two dollars who had nothiug but 
a cow and two or three children, and the 
tax couldn’t be collected from them in cash.

The Warden—This discussion is oat of

Coun. Betts explained that the Legis­
lature had merely been asked to author­
ize the County Council to make the change.

Coun. Kerr moved that the thanks of 
the Council be tendered to Conn. Betts for 
the able and efficient manner in which he 
had represented the Council at the meeting.

Coun. Morrison—I second it, especially 
as no charge was made for his services.

Warden Connors,in putting the resolution, 
said he was in Fredericton when the meet?

Ordered, that the Board of Trade com­
mittee be heard on the question of further 
restricting peddling.

Mr. R. A. Murdoch said it was well 
known that peddlers were growing more 
numerous and interfered with legitimate 
business. They were not desirable residents 
and they had a demoralizing effect on 
regular trade. They were migratory, here 
to-day and away to-morrow. Business men 
thought it a hardship that these people are 
not taxed on their goods, which are stowed 
away in hiding places, while business men 
are taxed heavily on their stocks. As 
peddlers’ goods were not come-at-able for 
taxation the peddlers should be made pay 
high licenses for their privileges. One man 
bad twenty-one peddlers oat and paid no 
taxes on the goods they carried. A tax of 
$150 to $200 was thought by the Board of 
Trade to be about right.

Mr. H. McMillan, representing the New­
castle Board of Trade, said he had no re­
marks to make.

Mr. Alex Burr said Mr. Murdoch had 
covered the ground and he would leave it in 
the hands of the Council.

Coun. Morrison sympathized with Mr. 
Murdoch. This was not the first time that 
the matter had Ьзеи brought before the 
Council. They had asked for power to make 
by-laws to license peddlers, but no good re­
sults had followed. Some of these peddlers 
had set up as traders in town after the as­
sessment list had been made, and left before 
another assessment.

Country 
people complain that they are forced to buy 
from peddlers to get them out of their 
houses. It was difficult to tell their names, 
but the Legislature did not take kindly to 
the proposal that they be required to wear 
numbers. He moved for a committee to 
act with the Board of Trade committee ia 
framing a bill to be sent to the Legislature, 
the committee to report on Friday.

Coun. Anderson said there were more 
nuisances than dry goods peddlers—the 
agents for agricultural implements and 
wagons who went around and persuaded 
people to gi ve notes which they were not 
able to pay, for things which they didn’t 
need. Every other man in the country you 
■poke to had a note coming due and feared 
to be put to trouble about it. He would be 
glad if the committee would take this matter 
into consideration.

The Warden said the Council had the 
power now to deal with non-resident 
peddlers.

The motion passed, and the following 
committee was chosen—Morrison, Connors, 
Anderson.
