FREDERICTON, Oct. 9,—The liberal 

convention held here yesterday after­
noon was one of.the poorest both In 
point of attendance and enthusiasm of 
any similar gathering ever held in the 
county. Though It was market day 
and a larger number of farmers were 
in the city than usual, they did not 
to any extent attend the assembling 
of the faithful] There were by actual 
count In the hall 76 persons present, 
and this number was made up chiefly 
by office holders and Mr. Gibson’s 
Nashwaak friends. The great major­
ity of the parishes in the county were 
unrepresented, a thing, perhaps, un­
precedented in a political convention 
here. The leading citizens of Freder­
icton, with a few exceptions, failed to 
P4t in an appearance. Not half a 
dozen merchants presented themselves 
and dozens of prominent men who at­
tended former conventions were noted 
for their absence.

Arthur Thompson acted as chairman 
and made one of his characteristic ad­
dresses.

It was probably owing to the bad 
showing made from different sections 
of the county that led to the nomina­
tion in open meeting. That was the 
course adopted, and Alex. Gibson. jr„ 
was nominated by Mr. Campbell, M. P. 
P., seconded by Mr. Kilbum. This met 
with unanimous approval, and Mr. Gib­
son accepted in a brief speech, saying 
among other things that he felt sure 
that the new railway would be built 
down the St. John valley and not 
through the woods and hills of the in­
terior of the province. He did not 
boast of any majority in this election.

The convention concluded with brief 
speeches from Mr. Allen, Mr. Phinney 
and Dr. Moore.

Each strove hard to out-do the other 
in sounding Mr. Gibson’s praises. Mr. 
Allen thought, like the others, that the 
Grand Trunk scheme was great, and 
said at the coming elections the lib­
erals would redeem two constituencies 
now held by conservatives. He did not 
name the two.

Mr. Phinney was sanguine that the 
liberals would win in the dominion, but 
was not bold enough to claim Ontario. 
He considered Mr. Gibson, if not a 
talker, was a worker.

Dr. Moore spoke in his usual-man­
ner. With cheers for the King and the 
candidate the gatherihg dispersed .

The Railway Commission.
Judgment Delivered in Several Very Interesting Cases

OTTAWA, Oct. 10.—The railway 
commission met today and delivered 
judgment in several applications. In 
the case of the United Factories, Lim­
ited, of New Market, v. the Grand 
Trunk, the application was for an or­
der compelling the railroad to reduce 
its rate on logs from Penetanguishene 
to New Market. The rate up to No­
vember, 1903, was three cents per 100, 

but /vas then Increased to four cents, 
and thus the total carload movement 
from Penetanguishene to New Ma " et 
had increased from 150 cars in 1894 1o 
707 cars last year. Thq object of the 
railroad company In nursing the New 
Market industry was accomplished.
The board held that the four cent rate 
with the conditions attached of a sec­
ond haul, is in force on the principal 
railways in Eastern Canada, and it is 
not unreasonable. When compared with 
the usual rate of seven and a half 
cents per 100 by the ordinary embargo 
tariff the four cent rate is low. The 
tariff not being unjust dr unreason­
able, the board had to disallow the 
application. The commissioners also 
disallowed the application of the Can­

Judgment was also given on the com­

of cars, not based on the cost of the 
ice or packing. Chairman Blair in de­
livering the judgment of the board 
said there had been an agreement ar­
rived at btween the parties, resulting 
in a substantial decrease in the rates.
