The Late Fred Fawcett Brought Suit To Recover Cost of
Car of Potatoes—Case Went from Dorchester to Fred-
ericton and Thgn to Ottaw a—Plaintiff Wins.

(Sackville Post.)

A case which at the time of trial
occasioned a great deal of local in-
terest has just beem finally decided
by the Supreme Court of Canada in
favor of the Plaintiff, the late C. Frad
Fawoett of Upper Sackville who um-
fortunavely did mot survive to enjoy
the successful result of this long con-
tested suit,

In 1915 Mr. Faweett brolght suit
to recover gome hundreds of
dollars which he had paid to Mesars,
Hatfleld & Socott of Carleton
for a car of potatoes. He based his
claim on the ground that the potatoes
when delivered at Upper Sackyille
were not high grade seed
such as he had comtracted for, but
were of inferior quality and affected
with powdery soab, and that they
could not have been propenly inspeot-
ed as then required by law and by the
agreement of sale.

The case was trded m the Westmor
land County OCourt verore Hon. W.
B. Jomah, Judge of the King's Coun-
ty Court acting in the abscence
through iliness of Hon. R. A. Borden,
then Judge of the Westmorlan®
