Paris, April 11.—(By tun Associat-

The British attitude bad been in
doubt until the last, but Lord Robert
Cecil turned the scales by announcing
that he saw no objection in the
amendment {n the term presented by
the President. M. Larnaude, of the
French dolegation, followed Lorl
Robert with objections to Inserting
the Monroe Doctrine.

The President paid the plosest at-
tention to the opposition to the amend-
ment, and jotted notes for a reply.
T his speech the Presldény spoke
with great earnestness and with some
ovidence of fealing.

The President declared that the
Monros Doctrine was snunciated to
ecmbat the holy alllance, and to hold

south on the river, was foiled. The
text of the statement reads:

“A- Bolsheviki attack against the

completely repulsed, The enemy los-
eee In kill ) and wounded are estim:
ated at 400. 'The main attack, direct.
¢d against Bred Mekhrenga, was car
ried out by 8,300 men. A greater pro
portion of artillery than usual was
used by the enemy. .

Plenipotentiaries Named at Ot-

tawa Yesterday to Sign the

' Peace Treaty on Behalf
of Canada.

MARKS NEW ERA
IN NATIONAL LIFE

This Means the Treaty Will be
Signed by Plenipotentiaries
Representing All Self
Governing.

Ottawa, April 11—An announce
ment by Hon. N, W, Rowell, president
of the privy council, in the Commons,
this afternoon, that 8ir Robert Bor-
den, Sir George Foster, Hon, O, J, Do-
herty and Hon. Arthur Sifton have
been appointed plenipotentiaries to
sign the peace treaty ow behalf of
Canada at the contiusion of the peace
conference, marks a new step in the
development of the status of Oanada,
and the other overseas dominiouna,
The order-in-council, which was tabled
by the minister, is the recognition ot
the status of ,the dominions at the
peacec onference, It is couched in the
usual terms of orders In council, nam-
ing pienipotentiarics on behalt of His
Majesty, and gives the mamisters nam-
ed power and authority as from the
first days of January, 1819, to con-
Jcolude with such plelm,mt.am.‘u-lmzl a8
may be vested with simllar “powers
and authority on the part of any pow-
ers or states, any treaties, conven-
tions or agreements in comnection
with the said peace conference, and to
sign for and'in the name of His Ma
Jesty the King, in respect of the Do-
minion of Canada, everything so
agreed upon, and vonclude and to
transact ' all such other matters as
may appertain thereto.”

The chiet party to the signing ot
the peace agreemens, it is claimed in
His Majesty the King representing the
United Kingdom and Ireland, the over-
seas dominions and India. The order-
in-council is a request to His Majesty
to issue a commission to each of the
four, Canadian representatives of
Canada to sign the peace treaty, As
the other overseas dominions aré on
the. same footing as Canada this
means that, instead of the treaty be.
ing signed by one set of plenipoten-
tiarles, it will,be sgoed by plenipo-
tentiarips repregenting . the  United
Kingdom and each of the selfgovert.
ing dominions of the empire,

Thig is the second distinot chango
in the status of the self-governing in
respect to the signing or treaties. At
firgt, treaties were signed by the rep-
regehtatives of the empire, and were
binding on the whole emprre.

More recently, as the status of the
{Ovetseas dominions have become
more fully recognized, it has been pro-
vided that treaties should not apply
to the dominion unless they indicat-
ed their assent thereto, and procedure
was outlined whereby the domindons
might Indicate their assent. A com-
paratively recent instance was the as-
gent given some years ago to the
treaty between Great Britaln and
Japan.

When the order-incouncil was ta
bled, Dr. H. P, Whidden of Brandon,
asked if ‘there was any information as
to when the peace treaty would be
ready for ratification, and If there was
a possibility of setting aside & time
for consideration of its terms by the
house.

Sir Thomas said he nad no official
information as to the date om when
the peace treaty would be signed. Hé
was not aware that the date had been
fixed. Yesterday an order was made
for the printing of the covenant, and
at a later date it would be open to the
house to discuss the matter, if so de-
sired. 4

Mr, MacKenzle, lead@r of the oppo
sition, asked if the house would have
an opportunity to consider the peace
treaty before it was signed.

8if Thomas White: “I should eay
not. The peace treaty is under cone
sideration. When it {8 ready for sig-
nature 1 should think it would net be
possible to have it discussed by the
legislatures of the countries concern-
ed.

RESTORING ORDER
IN EGYPTIAN
PROVINCES

Authorities Meting Out Pun-
ishment to Those Guilty of
Causing the Disturbances.

Londen, April 11.—News despatches
from Cairo, dated April 5 and 6, re
port quiet gonditions in the Egyptian
provinces. The authorities, it was an-

nounced, were taking measures to
bring those guilty of the previous dis-
orders to justice, and a number of
persons, charged with looting and
rioting, have been arrested, including
4 man accused of the murder of a
British official. The rallways, it was
stated, were being restored, but it
would be a long time before condt
tions were normal, as the mobs had
destroyed or removed the signal
boxes.

A British official statement, issued
Thursday night, announced that the
Egyptian provinces were quiet with
the exception of demonstrations by
the peasantry at some places. Dis-
turbances had occurred in parts of
Cairo on April 9, the statement added.

He was conveyed to
the Chipman Memorial Hospital in
8t Stephen, but pamsed from life
soon after entering its doors,

The affair has caused deep sorrow
in the community, for Mr, Coffey was
widely known, and as widely respect.

London, April 11.—What is the truth
about Russia?

That is the question which the be-
wildered British public is now ask.
ing, having been informed last week
that Archangel was in danger of be-
coming another Kut, and that two
cruisers, loaded with American troops
were hurrying to the relief of tha
hard-pressed Allied expedition: Today
comes the word that the American au-
thorities are surprised av the news
that soldiers were despatched to
Archangel, the engineers being ine
tended to help in the withdrawal. The
British War Office described the sit
uation in Murmansk as improved. R
says:

“Announcements - that reinforces
ments are en route has overawed the
leaders, those Finns, Karelians and
Bolsheviks who had planned the up-
rising on a ‘large scale.' ”

Two interesting poinis immediately
arise. First, how did thess “leaders'
learn about reinforcements so quicks
ly? - The first public announcement
was made last Thursday and today's
War Office communique was dated the
following day from Murmansk. Sec.
ond, what will be the effect on these
“leaders” when they learn that the
Amedrican reinforcements consist of
only a few hundred engineers.

The British are not st all satisfiod
with the original announcement, and
the sabsequent statements, Questiony
will be asked in Parllament. The
British are beginning to believe that
there are divergencies of opinion {n
the Government fitself, especially ag
the despatches from Paris adtribute
entirely different views to the Rritish
delegates. The British want to know
whether the effort was made to
stampede the public into a new
policy.
