Some Horrible Incidents of
Austrian Militarism.

BARBAROUS OFFICER

Killed a Private Before Going to
a Dance--Civilians Must Stand
Aside--A Socialist Convention
Which Broke up in a Tremen-
dous ‘Row.

Vienna, April 30—M. Gabriel Ugron
called attention in the Hungarian House of
Deputies to an outrage committeq by an
officer on a private in his regiment.

Senior Lieutenant Dembicki, stationed
at Karlsburg, sent a message to a private
who was acting as his captain’s manser-
vant to harness the captain’s horses and
drive him to a ball. The private, Anthony
Balasch, sent back to say that he could
not harness the horse - without his own
master’s express permission,

On, receiving this reply Senior Lieuten-

ant Dembicki rushed to the stable and -

commenced a murderous attack on the
wretched private.. He dealt the latter 14
wounds - with ‘his sword, and cut four
fingers off his left hand. :

Senior Lieutenant Dembicki then went
to the ball and danc:d mernly .until
morning. His vietim, Balasch, lay bleeding
in the stable all night, and was uncon-
scious - when-+found there in the morning.
He was removed to the hospital, but his
condition is haopeless.

Another example of Austrian militarism
was - afforded at Trient station on  the
Southern Railway. An officer, Lieut.
Adalbert Zalay de Hagyaros, was in a
hurry to take his ticket, and. ordered a
score of civilians who were waiting -in
front of the ticket office to make way for
him. The civilians naturally ‘decclined to
do so, whereupon 'Lieut. Adalbert Zalay
de Hagyaros ordered a l%oliceman present
to arrest them all. The pouliceman re-
fused to arrest them, saying that he had
no right to-do =o. i

Lieut. Adalbert Zalay de Hagyaros sen
for a detacliment of troops from the bar-
racks, who marched downm, arrested the
policemari, and all the civilians, and form-
ed a.cordon round the station while the
lieutenant . took “his ticket.

Strange scenes, suggestive of anything
but liberty, equality, and fraternity, took

place at - *W s’ "of the Hungarian
Sovialist p;t;n;ty at Buda Pesth.

The Socialist party in Hungary. is con-
trolled by an unscrupuléus clique headed
by the demagogue Desider Bokanyi.

This individual decided to adumut mno
delegates who did not suit him, so he en-
gaged & hundred chuckers-out and exclud-
ed with their aid 40 properly elected dele-
gates.

Another delegate who remonstrated was
thashed by Bokanyi and then ejected.
Another delegate was thrown down' a
flight of stairs by six hired chuckers-out,
and when a feminine delegate protested
against this terrorism Bokanyi threatened
to have her hurled from a second floor
window if she did not shut hér mouth.

Tumultuons scenes accompanied these
acts of violence, culminating in a free
fight between the two factions, precipi-
tated by Bokanyi’s threat that no oppon-
ent of his should leave the hall alive.

Sticks and fists were freely used, chairs,
were hurled across the hall, and tables,
windows, and mirrors were smashed. The
police finally separated the combatants,
and the congress broke up in confusion.

Invited to Vist the Dominion
by Public Men,

CHICAGO CELEBRATION.

The Western Metropolis is Giving
the Admiral One of the Finest
 Times He Ever Saw--A Bril-
liant Ball in His Honor Last
Night.

Chicago, April 20.—Amid the booming of
cannon and the cheers of hundreds of people
Admiral George Dewey arrived in Chicago

'today. For the next three days he will be

the guest of this city and the programme
for his entertalnmep* wili take up nearly
every momeni of hls time until his de-

parture Thursday moraing.

After an ‘informal luncheon given Ad-
miral Dewey by the members of the general
committee, a delegation of Canadians called
on the admiral and presented him with a
formal invitation to be present at a recep-
tion to be given in his honor at Hill Ter-
race, Port Stanley, Ont., on any day in
July convenient to the admiral. The in-
vitation, which was beautifully embossed
and bound in red morocco, included among
its signatures the names cof Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Sir Charles Tupper. Right
Rev. C. P. Henderson, who made the pres-
entation  nddress, said the invitation 'came
from representatives of an empire that was
somewhat familiar with naval achievements
and assured the admiral that the warmth of
the. receéption accorded him would be fully

\as great as that given him by his own

countrymen.

The admiral in reply thanked the Cana-
dians very cordially for the invitation.

“0f all the evidences of good will shown
me sincd my arrival in New York last Oc-
tober,” said he, ‘‘none has touched me more
deeply than this. We are of the same blood.
There is slight difference between us and I
want to say that the one man who stood
at my back during those trying days at
Manila was an Englishman. But for .his
support and moral courage he ingpired me
with, I don’t know what would have hap-
pened. I refer to' Sir Charles Seymour.”

The admiral said that his engagements
were many and that he was not prepared to
state off-hand whether or not he would
accept the -invitation. ‘‘Be assured, how-
ever,” he conciuded, “‘that if I can possibly
do so I will and with pleasure.”’

Never in the History

of the great auditorium has there been within
its walls a sight more beautiful than that
revealed tonight when the great ball given
in honor of Admiral Dewey was at its
height. Tonight Wwas the first time that
Chicago had been permitted to pay her
tribute of honor and respect to the victor
of Manila Bay and she utilized the oppor-
tunity to the full: It was a decisive suc-
cess in all details from the decorations on
the walls to the reception 'proper which
was tendered thé admiral. Fully 2,000 per-
s0hs were present.

It being a naval ball the predominating
decorations were of white and green. A
canopy was drawn over the hall, making it
resemble 2 huge white capped wave, the deep
green at the bottom shading softly into the
purest white at the topmast edge. At inter-
vals around the tiers of boxes were placed
white gallcons, which seemingly started
from the mist of bunting and delicate hued
electric lights which concealed them a few
feet from the prow, where dolphins rose
from the imaginary sea below. Above each
galleon rose a towering mast, bearing in re-
lief ‘a lion’s head and fluttering with the
signal flags of the navy. Behind the
tigurehead of each galleon stood a sailor,
a.veteran of the Spanish-American war who
saw active service in the Carribean.

Until after the admiral left the hall the
men stood steadily peering out over the
prow of the fanciful and beautiful ships.
The bases upon which the galleons rested,
the box fronts abové and higher yet the
railings of the balconies were festooned
with the prevailing colors of green and
white, while between each two boxes and at
either end of the low tiers, the national
colors were artistically grouped with the
Union Jack.

The doors of the ballroom were opened
at 830 and one half hour later the pat-
ronesses and managers of the ball, who
formed the reception committee, assembled
in the ladies room at the south end of the
foyer. Headed by Mayor Harrison and Mrs.
Caton, the committee entered the
baliroom and behind two long strands of
silken ribbon took their stand at the north
end of the hall, there awaiting the distin-
guished guests. At the right of the line
stood Mayor Harrison; next to him Mrs.
Arthur Caton; on Mrs. Caton's left Mrs.
Bryan Lathrop, chairman of the ladies’ re-
ception committee; then followed a long
line of managers and patronesses.

As soon as the reception committee had
taken position there was a

at the rear door of the second tier of boxes
on the south side of the hall and Admiral
and Mrs. Dewey entered, followed by a
throng cf less distinguished guests. Imme-
djately behind the admiral came with their
wives the naval officers on duty in Chicago
and the officers of the U. S. steamer Michi-
gan. Behind the navy came the army,
headed by Major General Jas. F. Wade
and Mrs. Wade, officers of Gen. Wade's
staff with their wives and officers of the
garrison at Fort Sheridan and their wives.
Officers of the revenue service followed and
behind them came Brig. Gen. Chas. Fitz-
simmonds, commanding the First Brigade
cf the Illinois National Guard, and Mrs.
¥itzsimmonds, members of Gen. Fitzsim-
monds’ staff, with their wives closing the
procession of the city’s guests. The admiral
and Mrs. Dewey, after they had exchanged
greetings with the members of the recep-
tion committee, took their stand at Mayor
Harrison's right and to them were presented
the guests of the city who had followed
them into the hall. Then came in long lines
the guests of the ball, all who desired being
atforded an opportunity of greeting the ad-
miral and his wife. There was no grand
march. The admiral’s party retired to his
box when the line of guests had passed and,
the orchestra striking up De Koven's two
step, The Dragoons, the floor was surren-
dered to the dancers.

‘'owards midnight the admiral and Mrs.
Dewey left the hall for a luncheon in their
honor given in an adjoining room by Hobart
Chattield-Taylor and then after returning
to the ballroom for a brief period, the ad-’
miral and his party retired.
