The French Press.

Paris, July 21—The telegram from the
Emperor of China, requesting the media
tion of France, forms the subject of morc
or less elaborate comment in the Paris
morning papers, which, generally speak-
ing, congratulate M. Delcasse upon his
reply and recognize the necessity of adopt-
ing an attitude of suspicion toward the
dealings of the Chinese government, owing
to its proverbial duplicity.

The Force Needed.

The British Policy.

Herr Eugen Wolff, the well-known tra-
veller and writer, declares in the Berliner
Tagcblatt, that British policy in China
has been solely responsible for the pres-
ent troubles, “a policy which first coddled
up the reform party there, and then left
them, with the young emperor, in the
lurch.”

Qutlining the terms of the final settle-
ment, he says: ‘“‘Gerinany, when peace
is re-established, must insist on three
points. She must have the prince’s pal-
ace opposite the British embassy in Pe-
kin; China must bind herself to furnish
(Germany, for colonial purposes, as many
hundreds of thousands of coolies as Ger-
many wants; and ‘the Chinese government
must erect on German territory in Tsin
Tau, a university, a commercial school,
a technical high school and other similar
institutions where Chinese pupils might
be taught what European civilization
means, thereby killing forever Asiatic
barbarism.”

As a further step Herr Wolff recom-
mends that hereafter the viceroys be held
divectly responsible for the lives and
property of whites in their districts.

It Was Good News.

Washington, July 20.—Like a flash of
<unlight out of the dark came the intel-
ligence at an early hour today that United
States Minister Conger had sent a cipner
cable dispatch from Pekin to the state
department at Washington, making known
that two days ago he was alive aad that
the foreigners were fighting for their
safety. The minister, Mr. Wu Ting-Fang,
reccived . the message. Within an hour
the welcome intelligence that Conger had
been heard from, after weeks of silence
and evil report, was flashed through
the country and indeed throughout the
world, dispelling the gloom which had
prevailed everywhere and bringing to of-
ficials and to the public generaily a sense
of profound relief. The dispatch was in
reply to Secretary Hay’s cable inquiry to
Minister Conger on July 11th, and as
Jyoth messages were in the American
sipher code they were regarded by ‘the
officials as above the suspicion of having
been tampered with in the course of
transmission through the Chinesz2 chan-
nels. Mr. Wu promptly communicated
the dispatch to the state department,
whene the translation was made from the
cipher figures and soon all Washington
was astir with the intelligence. It was
telegraphed by Secretary Hay to the pres-
ident, who responded with a wholesome
axpression of gratification and word of
it was sent to the various cabinet officers.
Chey gathered in Secretary liay’s oltice
wnd an impromtu cabinet confeience was
held in the diplomatic chamber, mainly
‘or the purpose of exchanging congratula-
tions and of taking a survey of the situa-
tion to see if it had been materialy chang-
ed by this important development. Kirst
5f all from the standpoint of the adminis-
tration officials, the most wclcome fea-
.ure of the message was ils assurancz that
the American” minister himself was ajive
two days’ ago. But with this cheering
news came the ominous siatemen? of
\Linister Conger that the besieged foreign-
ars were in the British legation urder
sontinued shot and shell from: Chinese
troops and that only quick relief could
avert a general massacre. - After the first
flush of thankfulness, this graver feature
5f the message began to impress itself upon
cabinet officials most deeply. As one of
them remarked:

“Jhere are the poor creatures, penned
up under fire of shot and shell and an-
pealing to us for help.” .

No Change in Policy.

The consultation bromght about no Pro-
nounced change of policy for it was feit
that already every energy had been bent
toward meeting the situation and that
there was absolutely nothing more that
could be done. After all, the cabinet
officials felt, and so stated, that t#e mess-
age was an evidence of {riendliness and
z00d faith of the pro-forezn element of
the Chinese and that wisdom dictated a
course which would continue to utihze
this friendship.

The government accepted the message
as authentic and Secretary Iay trans
mitted it to all onr ambassidoss and min-
isters abroad with instructions to lay *t
before the respective governments to
which they are accredited and to urge
upon them the necessity of co-operation
\or the immedate relief of the foregners
at Pekin. A message also was sent by
Secretary Long to Admiral Remey con-
veying the intelligence ot the desperate
situation in Pekin and instructing him to
“nse and urge every possible endecavor for
rchet.”

‘I his message Secretary Lonz explainad
mennt for Admiral Rein ¥ to himseif
“yge’’ and to “urge” upon the command-
:ng ollicers of the other powe-s the use of
every cudeavor for the relief of PMekm.
Seerciary Root sent a cimidar notification
to Col.Cooledge, the senior American of-
ficer ashore at Tien 'I'sin. This  ac-
tion was the result of the conference ot
Secretarys Hay, Iong and Root. 1t was
vealized that the land and navai forces of
the United States now in China could not,
single handed, push on to Pekin and the
other powers accordingly were appealed
to, on the basis of Ministor Conger’s
mes<age to co-operate for instant rclief.
Secretary Hay explained his reasons for
placing reliance in the authenticity of
Minister Conger’s despatch, saying that
it was a complete reply in code to the
code message sent to him and that its au-
theneticity was vouehed for by the T'sung
Li Yamen. i

“Of course,” said Secretary Hay smil-
ing, “1 am not omniscent and may be
fooled, but I cannot see how the authen-
ticity of Minister Conger’s cable can be
questioned.”

May Not be Troops-

Secretary Hay said he attached no sig-
nificance to the use of the words “Chinese

troopj’ in the message. They did mof,
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in his opinion, mean that the Chinese
government troops were besieging the for-
cigners. He seemed to entertain little
doubt that the Chinese government itsell
was doing all in its pewer to suppress the
Boxers’ insurrection. In this connection
the message from Consul Fowler that
General Yuan Shih Kai, governor of Shan
Tung province, reported that the Chinese
authorities were doing all in their power
to put down the insurrection is exceeding-
ly welcome intelligence. It not -only con-
firms the theory of the state department
that the position of the Chinese govern-
ment is correct, but it is assumed to ndi-
cate that Yuan Shih Kai has thrown the
weight of his influence on tho side of the
government. Yuan is considered one of
the ablest, if not the ablest, generals in
China. He has, according to a statement
made by Lord Charles Beresford to a
prominent state department official when
he was here last fall, the best drilled and
equipped army in China under. his com-
mand. Some dbubt was entertained as
to which side he would ally himself with
in the present insurrection and the fact
that he appears to have come to the side
of the government is accepted as evidence
that bis best judgment is that Prince
Tuan’s rebellion is destined to fail.

Throughout the day the Uonger message
remained the absorbing topic of discus-
sion. Secretary Hay was congratulated
on the success of the steps he had adopt-
ed to open up communication between
Pekin and Washington, for while the
chancellories of the whole world stood
hesitating and inactive, he had adopt-
ed a course which had brought a message
from our minister. The Chinese minister,
Mr. Wu, shared also in the universal ap-
probation of what had been done. He
seconded Mr. Hay’s effort from the outset
and it is due to the official machinery set
in motion by him that the communica-
tions were gotten through. It is appre-
ciated by the officials, both American and
Chinese, that there will be suspicion in
some quarters. Against this it is declar-
ed that a message authenticated by Am-
erican cipher code and backed by the
integrity of the officials through whom 1t
has passed, must be accepted as authen-
tic until something better than mere sus-
picion is brought forth. Later in. the
day, -several messages were received from
United States Consul Fowler, at Che Yoo,
all strongly comfirmatory of the news
that the foreigners were alive.

The fact that the cablegram from Min-
jster Conger was given scant credence in
London official circles, had no dampening
efiect on the optimism of the administra-
tion officials. It was pointed out by one
of the oflicials most interested, that the
weight of international evidence in the
despatch was in favor of its genuine-
mess. Besides these were the several
strongly corroborative despatches from
Consul Goodnow and Consul Fowler. The
fact that Minister Conger mentioned the
bombardment of the British legation was
considered good: evidence that the despatch
was written subsequent to the 6th as the
best information here is that the bombard-
ment of the legations did not begin prior
to that date. It was said at the state
department that it was not thought expe-
dient to give out either the text or a
paraphrase of the message sent by . the
state department July 11th to Minister
Conger.

Concerning Missionaries.

Boston, July 20—Rev. E. K. Strong, D.
D., editor of the Missionary Herald, of
the American board, tays:

“We have reason’ to believe that Rev.
#r. Pilkin, Miss Mary Morrill and Miss
Annie Gould are under the protection of
the Yamen at Pao Ting Fu, North China,
and some confidence is felt that they will
be safe there till the storm has passed
over. No word has been received from
our missionaries in Shan Si since Pekin
was beleaguered, but the last letters that
came through gave no indicaticn of any
trouble in that province. 1f trouble should
arise it would seem that our brethren
might go northward through Mongolia to
a place of safety.

“T,et no Christian for a moment enter-
tain the thought that the Church of
Christ is to withdraw from mission work
in China because of the revolution with-
in the empire. That would be pusillani-
mous indeed. Such a thought, we are
persuaded, would not be entertained for
a moment by any one of our missionaries
in China. The soldiers of the King of
Kings should be as brave as the soldiers
of any earthly ruler, and they are not
to be deterred in their loyal service by
temporary defeats or the death of com-
rades.

“It has frequently been said that the
recently troubles in China have arisen
entirely because of the missionaries, and
that to their presence and intervention
in Chinese affairs is due all the existing
complications. This is far from true. The
Chinese are suspicious of everything to
which they are unaccustomed. Whatever
is strange (and whatever is foreign is
strange to them) is feared and repelled.
It is not the western religion alone or
chiefly, but. western civilization that
awakes their wrath.”

Canadian Missions Safe.

Toronto, July 20— (Special) —Rev. Dr.
Warden, secretary of the Presbyterian
Foreign Mission Board, received a cable
dated at Shanghai today, from Dr. Mec-
Clure, who, with other (Canadian mission-
aries, arrived at Che Foo a week ago, an-
nouncing the viceroy had sent a launch
as an escort down the Han river for the
remaining missionaries and three families
from the mission at Honan, and that it
was believed they were safe.

British Press on™ the Message.

London, July 21, 4 a. m.—The Conger
despatch fails to carry conviction to
either the British press or public. Its
genuineness is not disputed; for, as is
pointed out here the €hinese must pos-
gess quite a sheaf of such messages, which
the ministers fruitlessly endeavored to
get transmitted, from which they could
easily select a non-committal despatch to
gerve the required purpose.

1t is supposed that Mr. Conger omit-
ted to destroy the cipher code and that
this i now in possession of the Chinese
in which event the selection or concoc-
tion of the despatch would not be dif-

ficult.
It is argued that the despateh, if it

were a genuine reply to the inquiries of
the American government would go more
into dctails. A slight ray of hope is ad-
mitted in the fact that both Mr. and
Mrs. Conger are known to have been
on very friendly terms with the Empress
Dowager; but the universal opinion here
is "that, if the despatch is genuine, the
date is falsified. .

The bare possibililty that the news of
the massacre was premature, however,
has had its effect; and the government
has issued a semi-official disclaimer of
responsibility for the propesed memorial
services in St. Paul’s cathedral, while
the mewspapers are calling for the post-
ponement of the service until all doubts
are set at rest.

The Spectator says:

“Jt matters nothing whether the Xm-
press Dowager or Prince Tuan is  the
reigning monarch. Both are devoted to
the extirpation of foreigners, and not
one of the viceroys will dare oppose the
anti-foreign policy-

“The plot has covered ithe whole em-
pire. Men who have dared to order and
attack on a Russign city upon Russian
ground wiil dare anything. Within a

“month the vieeroys of the coast towns

will have thrown off the mask; and the
only safe place for Kuropenas will be on
ship board. !

“Kurope has a terrible task, in which
hurry is out of place. Who would have
dreamed six months ago that for ten
thousand regulars to take "ien Tsin
would be a difficult task and glorious
task.”

The Daily Telegraph in an editorial
wcongratulating the Washington govern-
ment upon its energy, says:

«Unless the powers are capable of re-
spending immediately to Mr. Hay’s ap-
peal by ordering their united forces to
face and risk all for an immediate ad-
vance, the days not only of old chivalry
but modern humanity are dead together.”

Sir Halliday - MacArtney, counsellor
and Englsh secretary to the Chinlese
legation in London, who was interviewed
yesterday, admitted that the legation was
in reccipt of mews which it was not yet
able to disclose. He added: “You.may
take it that on July 18, the date of the
Conger message, all the legations and
Europeans in Pekin were safe. I cannot
say why the other ministers are not able
to eommunicate with their governments,
but there is no reason why they should
not use the same channel as Mr. Conger
employed.

“Perhaps a supreme effort was made
for Mr. Conger’s message, and possibly
the Chinese do not realize the , anxiety
existing in Europe.”

Safe on the Nineteenth.

‘Brussels, July 20--The Belgian consul
at Shanghai sends the following despatch
under date of July 19:

“Sheng (the administrator of telegraphs)
announces that the foreigners at Pekin
were safe and sound July 19

“An imperial decree dated July 16, or-
ders the viceroy of Lien Tsin to appraise
the damage caused by the troubles and
orders the local militia to repress .the
rebellion.”

London Notified.

London, July 20—The Chinese legation
at London has been notified by Sheng,
Chinese administrator of telegraphs at
Shanghai, thit the governor of Shan Tung
has received a message from Minister
Conger for transmission to Washington.

Urging on the Column. =

Washingten, D. C., July 20—Secretary
Long has sent the following cable to Ad-
miral Remey: “Conger telegraphs that he
is under fire in British legation, Pekin. Use
and urge every means possible for im-
mediate relief. LONG.”

Canton Controls.

Rome, July 20—The Italian consul at
Hong Kong telegraphs, under date of
Tuesday, July 17, that Li Hung Chang
informed him that he was going to Pekin
to megotiate with the powers in compli-
ance with a  despatch ' signed by
the  Emperor and the  Kmpress
Dowager. The consul asked him to
forward a despatch to the Ttalian ministev
Signor Raggi, but Li Hung Chang replied
that he had no means of doing so. . Li
Hung Chang, the consul reports, notified
the directors of customs that they must
obey orders from Canton, not from Pekin.
The viceroy of Nankin has given similar
instructions for Shanghai.

London Still Doubts.

Tondcn, July 20—Minister Conger's
message to the state department at Wash-
ington, is not regarded here as justifying
overmuch optimistic but on the contrary
is generally accepted as a further Chinese
attempt at mystification. Some think that
the fact that the message is undated and
the similarity of its contents to Sir Robt.
Hart’s message of June 24, suggests that
it was sent off about the same time but
intercepted by the Chinese. The sceptical
are confirmed in their suspicions by the
fact that a message Was received today
by M. Delcasse, the French minister of
foreign affairs, through the Chinese min-
ister at Paris, purporting to tome from
the emperor and asking France’s media-
tion with the powers. This, it is alleged,
was dated July 19, and made no mention
of the foreign legations at Pekin.

Believes His Brother's Message.

Los Angeles, Cal,, July 20—Rev. E. 1Y
Conger, of Pasadena, a brother of Minis-
ter Conger, was shown by an Associated
Press reporter today a copy of the de-
spatch received by the state department.

“It is directly in line with what 1 have
felt and have thought all along,” he'said.
“[ have never given up the hope that the
legationers and foreigners in Pekin were
still alive; but I felt, and of course fecl
more than ever now, that they are in dire
distress and help must come to them soon
or they will perish miserably. The United
States is proceeding along the safest and
best lines no doubt, and I can only trust,
for the sake of my beloved brother and
the others who are there, that there will
not be a moment’s delay, as long as there
is hope of reaching Pekin before a massa-
cre takes place” " ¢

Rev. Mr. Conger also received a tele-
gram from the state department this
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morning, tranemitting to him the message
from his brother.

Canrot Now Stop Sending Arms.

London, July 20—In the house of com-
mons today Mr. A. J. Balfour, the first
lord of the treasury, said it was impossible
in the present state of the law to prohibit
exportation of arms to China, but as the
matter was extremely pressing a bill would
today be introduced to- give the govern-
ment the necessary power. Such a bill was
subsequently introduced in the house of
lords.

Now the Black Flags are Gathering.

Hong Kong, July 92)--A message from
(anton received here today reports that
all the Tartar troops have moved into
the Bogue and other outer forts
and that some of the Black
Flags have moved into the 'lartar
generals’ compound. Three thousand
other Black IFlags with their chiefs are
in an entrenched camp with artillery,
while 10,060 others have moved elsewhere.
Canton itself is quiet.

Chinese Ingincere.

Berling July 20—The German govern-
ment feels confident that the present at-
tempts by Chinese officials to deny the
Pekin massgcre are insincere and dictated
solely by a desire to humper and retard
the powerful joint action of the powers.
At the Chinese legation here, where also
denials of the massacre have arrived from
the viceroys, the statement was made to-
day to the correspondent of the Associa-
ted Press that the Chinese minister him-
self, Lu Hai Houan, placed small reliance
upon them-.

Lu Hai Houan has in no wise replied
to the recent prchibition by the foreign
office of his use of the telegraph for se-
cret messages, but he has since sent to
Count Von Buelow several telegrams for
approval, which has been granted.

The foreign officz considers that the
gravest point in the situation just now 1S
the doubtiul attitude of the southern and
central viceroys with the evident spread
of the anti-foreign hostilities. Th> news
recived here on this score is very meagre,
but it all poiuts to treachery and to a
canning policy of procrastination by the
viceroys until the moment shall hawviz ar-
rived when they can afford to discard
dissimulations. Yuan Shi Kai, governor
of Shan Tung, iv regarded here as worse
than unreliable.

The foreign office feels giad that ail
those Chinese ruses have not succeeded .n
blinding the powers or in retarding their
geriorrs military preparations.

Officials circles deny a number of sensa-
tional storics printed by the English press
—stories which the foreign office character-
izes a3 made of the samiy cloth as many
that were sct afloat during the Spanish-
American ‘war- and the cariier stages of
the hostilities in South Africa. The only
story having any foundation, according to
the foreign offic> i that the question of
who is to be commander-in-chief in
China is now engaging the attention of
the powers. Regarding 'this a foreign of-
fice official said today:

Object to a British Commander.

“The suggestion to make Lord Woolse-
ly or some cther English oflicer, the com-
mander-in-chef does not meet with ap-
proval anywhere. This is hardly strange
because the British land foree in China is
rather incignificant as weil authenticated
information shows. 'The proposal to make
a German the chief in command would not
be accepted by Germany unless a unani-
mous wish to thut effect were expressed
by the powers interested.

The semi-official Militair  Wochenblatt
asderts, from  alleged authentic figures,
thmt the number of allied troops now 1in
China is 43.000. Of these, however, 20,-
000 Russians are located in Liao ‘Lang
peninzula and Kwan Tung province, anrd
1,000 Germans, with 16 field guns, twelve
heavy guns and six machine guns at Kiao
(thou.. Now on the way from Germany,
France and England there are about 15-
000 men, and the first part of a Japanese
divison i+ also en route. Arrangements
Lave been made for the departure of 57
000 with 144 guns; and, altogether, there
will be from presont arrangements :n
tthina by Sentember 16,000 Germans; 12,-

000  English, 65,000 French, 50,000
Ru ssians, 21,000 Japanese, 7,000
Americans, 2,000 Italans and

170 Ausirians, together with 31 guns and
26 machine guns.

London, July 20.—A special despatch
from Hong Kong says French gunboats
have landed three hundred soldiers to pro-
tect Shamien, a suburb of Canton.

Washington Doubts London. .

Washington, July 20.—State department -

ofticials do not acept the conclusions
reached by some of the London officials
that Minister Conger’s despatch is an oid
one, which had Dbeen interpreted by
Chinese officials while they refuse to make
public the text of the message sent by
Secretary Hay on the 11th inst. to Mr.
Uonger through minister Wu they state
that the message received today from
Conger is a satisfactory reply to the one
sent by Secretary Hay. It is further
