That
meant that it would have cost Canada
seven per cent for a loan' in the British
market. There was the breakdown for
the time being of the Grand Trunk and
grave deficits to contend with, and more
than that there was a civil war along the
border, and Canada had in 1863 a narrow
escape of being dragged into the vortex.
Soon afterwards they put an end to the
reciprocity.

The 1841 Union.

Politically they were in Canada con-
fronted with a deadlock of the most for-
midable character. The legislative union
of the two Canadas in 1841 was a marriage
brought about by political exigencies, and
without any particular good will on the
part of either of the contracting parties.
There was the extraordinary spectacle of
duel premierships, Cartier-McDonald, or
Macdonald-Cartier, Brown-Dorien, San-
field Macdonald-Hicotite, Sanfield Mac-
donald-Dorien or Tache-Macdonald.
There was a dual capital as well, and an
attempt at a dual majority; that was an
attempt that the government should not
only have a majority in the two Canadas.
Then there was a dissolution once a year.
Ontario Was calling out for representation
by population and Quebec took ite stand
on the union of 1841. Governmens was 8-
solutely impossible. KEvery government
was at the mercy of -a knave or faddist,
who happened at the time to support
them. The wisest of our public men were
in despair.

The dissolution of the union was per-
fectly inevitable which meant Ontanio
and Quebec joining the United States, In
explaining to his constituents the terms of
confederation' his difficulty was to justify
the proposal to increase the salary of the
governor-general from $7,000 to $10,000.
One man asked him to explain how it cost
any “feller” $150 a day to board himself
and his family. A wesolution was passed
at the first parliament of the dominion,
despite the protests of the government, to
reduce the governor-geneml’s salary.

Oonfederationthe Work ofa Few.

Confederation, Sir Richard said, was the
work of a few leaders. It would be inter-
esting to know who did the work and in
this conmection he said:

“It so happened that in 1863 and 1864
there were some men in Ontario and Que-
bee, who possessed an almost predominant
influence over their respective provinces.
One of these men was George Brown, in
the province of Ontario, and another ynas
Etienne Cartier, afterwards Sir George
Cartier, in Quebec. They were both mas-
terful men. They had been for many years
bitterly opposed to each other. Neverthe-
Jess these two gentlemen had one thing in
common. I am bound to eay, looking back
through the vista of two or three and
forty years, that they in their own re-
spective ways, were both large minded,
anselfish and patriotic men. At any rate
