COLLINS HAS AN OFFER OF
MARRIAGE IF ACQUITTED

Girl in England Wants Albert County Murder Suspect to
Come Home and Marry Her---Prisoner Sent Up for Trial

on Charge of Slaying Miss
More Evidence.

McAulay---Crown Submits Nc¢

Hopewell Cape, N. B., Oct. 19.—Thos.
F. Collins, charged with the murder of
Mary Ann McAulay at New Ireland on
or about August 19 _last, was formally
committed for trial by Magistrate Daniel
R. Stuart herc this afternoon. Contrary

| to expectation the crown did not offer any

additional evidence at today's hearing.
Magistrate Stuart opened court shortly
before 3 o'clock. Hon. L. J. Tweedie,who
conducted the prosecution up to ths point,
was not present and the duty of closing
the preliminary examination for the prose-
cution devolved upon M. B. Dixon, clerk
of the peace.

J. C. Sherren, counsel for Collins, was
present and also the usual number of
spectators. After opening court Mr.
Dixon announced the close of the case for
the prosecution. The prisoner’s counsel,
after waiving the second reading of the
depositions, made a formal application
for Collins’ dismissal and in course of his
remarks -stated there were various fea-
tures which needed commenting upon in
connection with the case. The accused

ivas a etranger in this country without a!

single friend or any financial means and
when arrested he -vas not in a position
to do anything towards counsel or in any
way sceuring any one to look after his
interests. The province made no pro-
vision in such cases and hefore word
could be received from England the pre-
liminary examination was practically over.

Collins Had Good Record. -

Mr. Sherren stated that he had inves-
tigated statements made to him by Col-
lins concerning his record in England and
that he found they were true and those
who knew Collins stated he was a boy
of almost exemplary character and they
could not in any way comprehend how he
could be mixed up in such a serious of-
fence as that for which he is now held
in this country. i

Mr. Sherren also stated that he thought
the course of the crown in asking for
numerous adjournments and then not put-
ting on witnesses was hardly fair to the
prisoner under the circumstances and that
if the crown had wanted an adjournment
for the purpose of putting witnesses on
when it came there to conduct the case

today, the witnesses should have been om
hand.

He considered that under the cevidence
of Dr. Murray, who gave his opinion that
the body had not been dead wmore than
forty-cight hours Wednesday,when the in-
quest was held, that the crown’s evidence
had virtually proven an alibi- for Collins,
tracing him from the McAulay residence
early on Monday morning and showing
that he could not have been after that
time at New Ireland.

In the course of his remarks the pris=
oner’s counsel commenicd severely on the
crown’s conduct in prejudicing the pris-
oner in the public eyecs by giving out
statemenis in veference to the evidence to
be given at the examination and when
the case was called not producing the evi-
dence. - This, ha contended, was very un-
faiv to the actused. He complained of
gome reports given currency in tha news-
papers.

An Offer of Marriage. -

The clerk of the peace replied, saving
that the crown had intended produciug
witnesses but owing to a consultafion be-
tween Messis.

Magistrate Stuart dismissed My, Sher-
ren's application and said he was very glad
that he had not to find as to the guilt
or innocence of the accused. It was net
hiz place to judge as to the guiit or in-
nocence of the prisoner, that was a mat-
ter to be decided on by a jury, and these
men, he felt sure, would only be guided
by the evidence. He stated, however,
that there seemed to him enough evidence
to send the accused up for trial and be-
lieving that. he would commit him.

When called upon by the magistrate fop
his statement Collins, after a formal
statement, in the criminal code had been
read over to him. said to the court
he had nothing to say. that he did not
desire to call witnesses or to make any
