The University of New Bruns-
wick’s Varsity Ked Raiders, rid-
ing high on tne crest of a fabulous
six game winning streak, notched
victory number seven at the Lady
Beaverbrook gymnasium last Fri-
day night, surprising the Wash-
ington State Teachers College
cagers from Machias, Maine
77-64.

The visitors, previous thirteen
point winners on their home floor
over the same Raider quintet,
opened the game with a tremend-
ous offensive attack and for
awhile it appeared as though a
repeat performance was in the
offing. The teachers experienc-
ed no trouble whatever in riddling
U.N.B.s vaunted defense in the
early stages, maintaining the
jump on the Raiders to run up a
26-14 lead at the ten mifute
mark of the first half. Rollie La-
bonte, backcourt ace, ignited the
varsity attack with some beauti-
ful’ clutch shots from the outside
and and from that point it was
U.N.B. all the way. Playing in-
spired ball, the Raiders tightened
up on defense, at the same tme
reversing the offensive pattern of
the game to hold a 39-36 half
time lead.

The second half provided the
Raider fans with plenty to cheer
about as they controlled both

boards, forcing W.S.T.C. to play
their type of game, while con-
tinuing to increase their lead.
Coach Nelson substituted his
bench freely throughout the last
ten minutes of the game with all
second stringers shooting well on
the court. Rollic Labonte spear-
headed the offensive drive with
18 points in a fine display of out-
side shooting. Ken Harvey, the
“recalled veteran” contributed 14
to the winning effort with team
captain Ted Tomchak, and Laird
MclLennan hitting for 12 and 10
points respectively. Ordman Al-
jey, high scoring W.S.T.C. per-
former, led his team with 18
points, followed by Jim Gordon
with 15.
