Opening tack ‘Girl’ is a swirling, up-
beat song that swings the listener into
the album with style. On the second
side, ‘Don’t Explain, is a minimalist,

jazzy, first-time winner. A cover of a
Billy Holiday song and dedicated to
the memory of Holiday, the track
builds on a vocals/sax/piano arrange-
ment from near whisper to a moving
cloud, then down to the whisper again.
