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And -~ at a later place -- in the
same discussion (which 1s found in
Ernest Rhys' "Growth of Political
Liberty) -- Lord John Russell -- while
pointing out that eivil and personal
liberty have existed t6 a certain degree
in despotic states -- concludes that

"the only efricient remedy against
oppression is for the people to
retaln a share of the supreme power

in their own possession. 1'1“.18 is
called political liberty."
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
