1 telephone channel 5

U, S, Signal Corps, including Alaskan Depertment
Any traffic to be handled on a toll basis

U. S, Weather Bureau. It appears that the needs
of thls service are included in the U, S. AAF require-
ments specified above,

U. S, Department of Interior, This Department i
interested 1n the use of the system on a commercial toll
basis by the general public in Alaska,

U. S, Civil Aeronautic Administration., This
AdminIstration does not contemplate the leasing of any
fecilities within Canada. The CAA now has a working
agreement with the Canadian Department of Transport
whioh has been in effect for some time and provides
that either the Civil Aeronautic Administration or the
Canadian Government extend its respective facilities
to the International Boundary to provide for an exchange
of meterological or air traffic control ocommunications,
It is the desire of the Civil Aeronautic Administration
to continue such .arrangements.
