Hospital No. 4 of the United States
Army. A bronze iablet at Rouen
commemoratés the work of the
Lakeside unit. Tis organizer re-
ceived the Distinguished Service
Medal of the United States in 191§,
was made an hohorary member of
the military division, Companion of
the Bath, by Englend in 1218, and
chevaller of the French Legion of
Honor in 1822,

After the war Crile and two col-
lesgues, Drs. Frank E. Bunts and
William E. Lower, conceived the
idea of the Cleveland Clinic. Crile
was born in Chili, 0., Nov. 11, 1864, |
