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never to will, have promised to obey, not 
only outwardly, but also in spirit, gene­
rously and entirely! Oh, Friends, may we 
not glory in Mother Church who teaches 
her children thus to sacrifice self? It is 
only when we are without personal interests 
that we are free to do all for others...

“Convent education differs greatly from 
that of the secular or public school system. 
As I understand it, the Convent plan is 
threefold. It wishes, first, to reach the soul 
of the pupil, to guide it, to train it—the 
soul lives on and on through eternity, then 
why should not the chief care be given it? 
Secondly, the heart is cultivated, the na­
tural impulses are directed into safe chan­
nels; lofty, inspiring examples are put be­
fore the pupil, and self-control is taught. 
Lastly, the mind is developed. Learning 
avails not if the mind only is developed, 
and the soul left groping in the dark, and 
the heart remains with passions uncontrolled. 
Education and not mere instruction is the 
Convent aim. I do not wish to convey 
the impression that instruction is in any 
way neglected, only that learning is used
